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COMPLAINT TO AVOID TRANSFER(S)

______________________, the Debtor(s) in this case, file(s) this proceeding to avoid and recover preferential transfers, (and if applicable check) __ to recover damages for violation of the automatic stay, and states:

9. The Transfer could have been avoided by the Trustee and the Trustee has not attempted to and does not intend to avoid it.

__Enter judgment against Creditor and in favor of the Debtor for actual and punitive damages in the amount to be determined by the Court; and
Grant such other and further relief as is just and proper.
