5th Sunday of Easter, Cycle. A. 2026.
The Readings this Sunday invite us to deepen our trust in Christ, who leads us to the Father, and to recognize our identity as Gods’ chosen people, built upon Him as the cornerstone. 
The First reading from the Acts (6:1-7) reminds us that the Church is both spiritual and practical. While prayer and the Word are central, service and justice cannot be ignored. We are called for shared responsibility in our ministry, and we must ask ourselves, “How do I respond when I see needs in my community?, Do I step forward ins service or remain passive”?. Similarly the Second Reading from (I Peter; 2:4-9) describes that our identity is deeply communal- we are not isolated believers but part of a living structure with Christ as the foundation.
Today’s Gospel presents the most powerful words of Jesus to his disciples from his farewell discourse at the last Supper. Emphatically asserting in clear terms, he says, “I am then way, the truth and the life”. No one comes to the father except through me. With these words, our Lord makes it clear that He is the only redeemer of the world. Through his life, death, and resurrection, Jesus Christ- the only begotten Son of God- has defeated for us the snares of sin and death and brought us back to the Father. In his address to the Apostles, Jesus reveals his unique relationship to God the Father. Jesus is really unpacking the nature of the Holy trinity. The reality of Jesus’ identity is a great and profound revelation, but it is also a deep mystery.
It is within this awesome reality that Jesus declares that he is the way, the truth and the life. If we understand that Jesus is not simply a wise teacher or religious leader, then we can see that he can reveal the Father to us in a way that no other person can. Jesus is fully divine and fully human. When he gives his life for us, his sacrifice is greater and more profound than any other martyr for any other cause.
We go to God the father who is truth and life through Jesus and we call Jesus the “way” because he is the visible manifestation in human form of all that His father is. To all those who teach that all religions lead us to God or that religion is immaterial provided man lead to a good life, Jesus has the answer that He is the safest and the surest way to God because He came from God. He can only lead us to His Heavenly father teaching us authoritatively and flawlessly truths about God giving us God’s life.
Sometimes, driving on the road, we get confused and lost in our way.  This happens in our spiritual life too. When we are lost  and ending up getting further away from God and deeper into chaos and insanity, we need a guide- that is Jesus. He does not give us directions in hundreds of words. Rather, he informs us confidently that He is” the way, the truth and the life”. Even when life feels uncertain, we are invited to rest in Him, knowing that He leads us to the Father and builds us into something greater than ourselves. To those who are wandering aimlessly from one place to another, Jesus says, “I am the way, the truth and the life”. Just 8 words, but these are the most important words spoken in the 5000 years of recorded history. These words of Jesus are a clearly roadmap for everyone. We have a purpose here on earth and a destination in eternity with a leader to help us to see both. That big picture helps us keep the details in our life in perspective. In Jesus Christ, we have the way, the truth and the life. In him we have a guide, a map and a destination.
In our educational institutions, we are used to hear our teachers/professors say to us, “ I have taught you the truth as I understand”, but not even one of them was sure to say, “I am the truth”, none except Jesus. That is one of the reasons we come to the Church to listen to him. So we pray with the psalmist, “Teach me the way, O Lord, and I will walk in the truth”. Great thinkers like Socrates, Plato, Aristotle, Augustine, Thomas Aquinas and Einstein were like us confused. They sought the truth. But Jesus is the truth. That makes the difference. The University of Rostock in Germany has chiseled above its entrance for all students to read: “Many theories but one truth”.
Jesus is not a fan for us like the other celebrities in the world- but He is the way, the truth and the life.
