What is the DASC?

The Downley After School Club (DASC) provides
inclusive out-of-school childcare for primary
school aged children of the Downley community.
DASC is a Charitable ‘non-profit making'
childcare organisation (Registered Charity No.
1115149) which is also registered with OFSTED
(Reg. No. EY419849). All staff are Police and
OFSTED checked, and trained in first aid. We
are registered for 50 children and maintain a
staff to child ratio of 1:8 at all times.

Where is the DASC?

The Club is held in the TDS+ building on the
Downley and Maplewood School site. We have
sole use of the building whilst the Club is open.
We have a large hall as well as a quiet room, a
large kitchen and an outside play area. Children
are supervised at all times.

What are the opening times?

Breakfast Club: 7:45-8:40am, term time. All
children are delivered to the teacher-on-duty in
the playground in time for Wake and Shake.
After School Club: 3-6pm, term time. All
children will be collected from the school by
DASC staff and escorted to the Club.

Holiday Club: 8am-6pm, school holidays. Yearly
dates are shown on the booking form.

All children must be collected from the After
School or Holiday Club by 6.00pm when the
session ends. Children must be signed out by an
authorised adult.

What do we do?

We provide a wide range of stimulating activities
and play opportunities in a safe and secure envi-
ronment. These activities may include: painting;
sports; model making; group games; nhon-cook
cooking; dressing up; music; crafts and sewing.
As well as providing some structured activities,
board games, sports equipment and paper crafts
are always available. Children are able to choose
what they would like to do and for how long.

Weather permitting, we all go outside during the
session to get some fresh air and run around.
Children are offered a light healthy snack and a
drink. Children are encouraged to help tidy up at
the end of each session.

The Club belongs to the children, who fogether
with the staff decide on the rules, what equip-
ment we buy and what activities we do.

How do I book a place?

Either ring the Club or visit the Club during open-
ing hours. We will provide you with a registration
form. Alternatively it is possible to download the
registration and booking forms from our website
www.downleyasc.co.uk.

The majority of bookings will be for regular days
e.g. every Monday. However ad-hoc bookings will
also be accepted if spaces are available. Ad-hoc
bookings must be made at least 1 school day in
advance. Ad-hoc bookings cancelled within 2
school days must be paid for.

All children must be registered before starting
at the Club. There is a £10 one-off regis-
tration fee per family.

How much does it cost?

Breakfast Club:
£4 per regular booked session, or £19 per full week
(£3.80 per session), £5.50 per ad-hoc session

After School Club:
£9.50 per regular booked session, or £45 per full
week (£9 per session), £11 per ad-hoc session.

Holiday Club:

£26 per Full Day (8am-6pm), or £125 per full week
£19 per School Hours (9am-3pm), or £90 per full
week

£15 per Half Day (8am-1pm) or (1-6pm), or £70 per
full week

A 10% sibling discount is offered on same session
Holiday Club bookings.

All fees are payable in advance.
