Mayor Robert Baecker presided.  Roll call was taken as follows: Tim Hanson, Jason Ekern, Cleo Skroch, Dave Galewski, Rich Theisen and Brad Rebarchek were present.  Also, present were Karen Geske, Mark Cormack, Sue Kvittem, Sarah Matchey, Lisa Ketchum and Debbie Foss. 

Public notice was given.

Motion by Ekern and seconded by Skroch to approve the minutes from the January 7, 2019.  Motion carried.
Mayor Baecker opened the floor to public comments: 
There were no Public Comments.
Old Business: 
· Cameron Rail – The Road Use Agreement between Cameron Rail and the Town of Arcadia was given to the City Council members for review.  This will be put back on the March agenda.
· Hi – Crush Update – Hi-Crush has closed its Augusta Plant and are now shipping sand out of the Independence Dry Plant.  There is no update on the wet plant.
· Timber Cutting – We received our first check from Koxlien Bros. Wood Products in the amount of $610.36.  Motion by Hanson and seconded by Ekern to put the money in the Park Equipment Fund.  Motion carried with 5 ayes and 1 nay.
· Rent of City Parks – Nothing yet, the Ordinance Committee will put something together in a rental agreement and then send it to the Park Board.
New Business:
· Independence 1st Responders –Sarah Matchey and Lisa Ketchum came before the Council with their concerns about the 1st Responders. They are looking for ideas as how to recruit new members and ways to compensate their response time. 
· DNR Tree Removal – Applying for a grant for the removal of trees was discussed.  The Council decided that is was not a feasible option.  Motion by Skroch and seconded Hanson by to have residents get their own trees cut and the City workers would provide barricades and haul brush from the curb for a cost of $20.00 per hour.  Motion carried  
· Adoption of Fire Safety Resolutions and Ordinance Motion by Rebarchek and seconded by Theisen to pass the Fire Safety Resolution adopting the Fire Safety Ordinance.  Motion carried with Jason Ekern, Cleo Skroch, Dave Galewski, Rich Theisen, Brad Rebarchek and Tim Hanson voting aye.
· Transfer of TIF Funds Back to the City - Motion by Rebarchek and seconded by Galewski to transfer the $410,503.00 that is due to the City from the TIF District back to the City’s General Savings. Motion carried with Cleo Skroch, Dave Galewski, Rich Theisen, Brad Rebarchek and Jason Ekern voting aye.  Tim Hanson voted nay.
· Discussion of Possible Land Purchase and Development – Mayor Baecker asked the Council’s permission to talk to residents about the possibility of purchasing land for future development.
· City Hall Copy Machine – Motion by Theisen and seconded by Skroch to do a 5-year lease on a Canon copy machine for the City Hall from Loffler for s lease price of $72.56 per month.  Motion carried with Dave Galewski, Rich Theisen, Brad Rebarchek, Tim Hanson, Jason Ekern and Cleo Skroch voting aye. 
· Street Department Dump Truck – Motion by Skroch and seconded by Rebarchek to allow the Street Superintendent Elijah Castleberry to purchase a used dump truck for the amount of up to $35,000.00.  Kevin Koval and one City Council member are to accompany him when looking at trucks. Motion carried with Rich Theisen, Brad Rebarchek, Tim Hanson, Jason Ekern, Cleo Skroch and Dave Galewski.
· Police Department Purchases – Motion by Hanson and seconded by Ekern to approve the Police Department purchase of 3 Tasers with 6 cartridges, 3 batteries and 3 holsters on a 5-year payment plan of $873.00 per year.  They also approved the purchase of a new bite-suit in the amount of $1,500.00 to be paid for out of the K-9 Fund.  Motion carried with Rich Theisen, Brad Rebarchek, Tim Hanson, Jason Ekern, Cleo Skroch and Dave Galewski voting aye.
