B. Discussion on High Ammonia at Public School

high ammonia issue. Paul requested another test be done. Jason told Paul it
takes 3 weeks for the results to be sent.

Jason
suggested sending the samples to 2 different testing facilities.

Joe received a quote from Osseo Electric LLC for $6,600.00 to fix and replace
other lights with LED light by well #2, #3 and the WWTP as it is a safety issue.

A. Lead Service Inventory
Joe Galewski suggested we send out a survey flyer to identify water service
material in homes. Motion to send out surveys by Richard Warner and
second by Jason Ekern. All voted aye. Motion carried.

B. Superintendent’s Report

at the WWTP and the cause was a burned wire. All 3 boxes are replaced.
Waste water DNR will be here April 10,2024. Cross Connection needs to be
renewed with Hydro Corp.
