SEH Updates – Facility Plan Update

New Business:  
NIC-Back-up/Valve Replacement
· Joe is working with Erickson to get the DOT paperwork done for opening the street to get the NIC sewer line fixed.
· SEH will be contacting Gerke Excavating about getting a timeline commitment for fixing the shut off valves in the Markham Hillside Addition.  The commission would like to see this done by October.

Chemical Pumps Pricing
In order to replace chemical pumps, we will need DNR approval.  We will have SEH draw up a submittal for the DNR and split the cost between the 2022 and 2023 budgets. SEH will have Jeff or Issac reach out to Joe on the DNR specs.

Screener Repair/Replace
The screener is bent and the brushes keep coming off. The cost through Energenecs, Inc. is approximately $250,000.00.  Joe will talk to Lake side and Crane to get pricing from them. Katie Jo will help with any questions.

Schooling/Testing Update
The Commission agreed to have Erickson Excavating do the valve replacement.  The number of valves to be replaced will be left up to Joe’s discretion.
