	Content

	The topic is addressed in a diversity of ways, including a summary of the journal theme and examples to support opinions and perspectives.

	Reflection

	The journal reads as a report of required fact instead of a reflection.  Connections and/or supported convictions are not included and both the art and academic topics are not addressed as needed in the submission. 

	The journal is reflective, but lacks either connections or supported convictions in response to the assigned topic.  Either the art or the academic topic are not addressed as needed in the submission.
	The journal evidences reflection where connections and convictions are made and are supported through example.  Both the art and the academic concept are addressed, but may not be equally represented.

	The journal reflects connections to other learning, and evidence true reflection where discoveries are made, convictions are stated and well supported, and both the art and academic are addressed fully.

	The submission is weak in several stated areas and standards and/or there are significant grammatical errors throughout the submission.   

	Stated standards in this category (#3) are met with one exception or there are 3 – 5 grammatical errors in the submission.  
	Organization, spelling, punctuation and complete sentences are used throughout the journal submission (two errors or less).  A thesis statement is included, well-written, and guides the submission.  
	Organization, spelling, punctuation and complete sentences are used throughout the journal submission (no errors).  The thesis statement is strong and all content and reflective commentary aligns with it.
