Program Cost & Duration

Program Entry Requirements
To enter the Licensed Residential Practicum Program, applicants must meet all of the following requirements prior to enrollment:
· Hold Trainee Appraiser status (or equivalent, per state)
· Have completed all 75 hours of required Qualifying Education (QE)
· Be eligible to legally accrue experience hours under state appraisal board rules
· Execute a supervisory and enrollment agreement
This program does not replace Qualifying Education (QE). All required education must be completed before enrollment.

Who This Program Is For
· Trainee Appraisers seeking Licensed Residential experience hours
· Candidates unable to secure traditional supervision
· Trainees who want structured mentorship and accountability
· Individuals seeking board-defensible experience documentation

Program Overview
The Licensed Residential Practicum Program is a guided, supervised experience pathway that combines:
· Real residential appraisal assignments
· Direct supervisory mentorship
· Progressive skill development
· Structured evaluations and competency tracking
Participants gain experience consistent with Licensed Residential scope and complexity.

Program Structure
· Duration: 9 months
· Experience Focus: Licensed Residential–level assignments
· Supervision: Board-compliant supervisory appraiser oversight
· Documentation: Experience logs, workfiles, and performance benchmarks
· Reporting: USPAP-compliant appraisal reports with supervisory review

· Advanced, Certified Residential–level assignments
· Exposure to complex properties and analyses
· Enhanced mentorship and reviewer-defensible reporting
· A structured pathway toward Certified Residential Appraiser eligibility
All Certified Residential Qualifying Education (QE) and Continuing Education (CE) must be completed prior to entry into the Certified Practicum.
