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What is the Certified Residential Practicum Program (CRP)?
The Certified Residential Practicum Program (CRP) is a structured, supervised experience program designed for Licensed Residential Appraisers who are pursuing Certified Residential licensure.
The program focuses on mentorship, competency development, and documented appraisal experience consistent with AQB and USPAP expectations.

Does this program replace Qualifying Education (QE) or Continuing Education (CE)?
No.
All participants must complete all required QE and CE before entering the program.
The CRP is strictly an experience and mentorship program and does not substitute for education requirements.

Who is eligible to enroll?
To be eligible, applicants must:
· Hold an active Licensed Residential Appraiser license
· Have all AQB-required QE completed for Certified Residential
· Have all required CE completed and current
· Be eligible to accrue experience under their state appraisal board rules
Eligibility is verified prior to acceptance.

How long is the program?
· Minimum duration: 6 months
The program is competency-based, not time-rushed. Completion time may vary depending on assignment flow, performance, and state requirements.

How much does the program cost?
· Total Program Cost: Depends on the months it runs
Enrollment and payment details are provided after acceptance.

What types of appraisal assignments are included?
Participants gain exposure to Certified Residential–level work, including:
· Complex single-family residences
· Rural and acreage properties
· Income-influenced residential properties

Is this program approved by my state appraisal board?
State requirements vary.
The CRP is designed to align with AQB standards and common state board expectations, but final acceptance of experience hours is determined by each individual state board.
Applicants are encouraged to confirm acceptance with their board prior to enrollment.

Does completing the program guarantee certification?
No.
Completion of the program does not guarantee licensure or certification. Final approval rests with the applicable state appraisal board.
