


Distinction From PAREA®
The Residential Appraiser Practicum Program is distinct from the Practical Applications of Real Estate Appraisal (PAREA®) program. PAREA® is a standardized, curriculum-based experience model developed and administered through The Appraisal Foundation and approved providers, with experience hours earned through completion of prescribed modules.
By contrast, the Residential Appraiser Practicum Program is a supervised, assignment-based experience pathway focused on completing actual appraisal assignments under the direct oversight of AQB-qualified Certified Residential Appraisers. Experience is earned through hands-on application, individualized feedback, and supervisory review rather than completion of standardized instructional modules.
Both models are intended to expand access to meaningful appraisal experience while maintaining public trust and appraisal quality. Acceptance of experience hours from either pathway remains subject to state appraisal board approval and applicable state requirements.
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
