Please forgive me because there are women who serve as pastors and 

their husband serves in the support role. For those eager to sound off 

negatively regarding gender roles. Let me remind you of the scripture, In 

the last days your sons and daughters... 

Trust me when I say God doesn't need our input for validating His 

decision on whom He calls to do what. So, let's stay within our lane. 

Isaiah 55:8,9 Our ways are not His ways...  

These significant individuals sacrifice their time and plans to meet the 

needs of God's people. Who at times can be a little rude, cruel and 

selfish. But be very careful they are an extension of their spouse. So, 

touch not my anointed and do my prophet no harm. Pray for them as you 

pray for the Pastor because they are the immediate support that 

ministers to their strength so that they can serve.
