“But understand this, that in the last days there will come times of difficulty. For people will be lovers of self, lovers 

of money, proud, arrogant, abusive, disobedient to their parents, ungrateful, unholy, heartless, unappeasable, 

slanderous, without self-control, brutal, not loving good, treacherous, reckless, swollen with conceit, lovers of 

pleasure rather than lovers of God, having the appearance of godliness, but denying its power. Avoid such people.”  

2 Timothy 3:1-5 (English Standard Version) 

This second letter to Timothy is the last recorded words of the great Apostle Paul. The one that started out 

persecuting God’s people. The one at one time was against Christ, later became one of the greatest 

Apostles of all the disciples of Jesus Christ during that time. 

With much going on during this letter, Paul is now at the end of his rope. His assignment is just about 

complete. The call home has been made. Paul is wrapping up what needs to be done before his departure. 

He is in prison and the Emperor was desperately aiming to stop the spread of the Gospel.  The Apostle 

Paul reaches out to Timothy, who he considered a son, encourages him to remain strong. He sends 

Timothy these words about the signs of the times.  He tells him “in the last day there will come times of 

difficulty.” Although they were going through hardship, tougher times were on the way.  He wanted 

Timothy to remain strong and be of good courage. He didn’t want Timothy to quit. He prayed that he 

would endure every trial and test that was about to come his way because he knew that he could not be 

there for him. The things he told him to watch out for were these signs:  

 

For people will be: 

(1) lovers of self – they will care only about themselves and their own desires. Not concerned about others. 

They are selfish and demonstrate a behavior that is destructive.   

(2) lovers of money – money itself is not evil; it is a person’s desire of money that drives them to do 

anything to get money, which includes killing, lying, stealing, etc. 

(3) proud – highly opinionated of one’s self or achievements 

(4) arrogant – egotistic; full of one’s self 

(5) abusive – cruel, violent, offensive or insulting (mentally, physically, and/or verbally)  

 (6) disobedient to their parents - refusing to take instructions and/or obey. They will not listen. 

 

(7) ungrateful – possess a spirit/attitude of unthankfulness; lack or no gratitude  

(8) unholy – ungodly; blasphemous   



 

(9) heartless – displaying little to no consideration for another; cold hearted 

(10) unappeasable – nothing can satisfy them 

(11) slanderous – words spoken malicious with the intent to hurt or do damage to someone  

(12) without self-control—no self-discipline; they do what they want to do and how 

(13) brutal – savagely violent; lacking the ability to disguise their unpleasantness  

(14) not loving-good – take pleasure in things that are wrong. Living life according to their own wrong desires. 

(15) treacherous- having a backstabbing and two-faced character; guilty of being deception ,  

(16) swollen with conceit- arrogance; a false sense of self-importance  

(17) lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God – love or have affections towards things and the pleasures of 

things wrong doings. Lovers or materialistic things, animals 

and other people but will not love God.  

(18) having the appearance of godliness, but denying its power – they appear as representatives of the true 

light, they speak as if they have been 

redeemed, but they live according to the ways 

of the world and self guided. The TRUE 

GOSPEL has been rejected and refused by an 

individual and therefore their life has not 

been changed. 

 

The above list is just a short list of characteristics of those living in the last days. These are the signs that we 

should be looking for but never overlooked.  The Bible clearly states what we will see and hear.  It is a sign 

that those days have come and manifested themselves among us. I know for many years we have heard that 

we are living in the last days, but only GOD knows those last days which are at hand.   

Many have witness all of the above taking place and it seems as if God is nowhere to be found, but He is 

patiently watching and waiting on his creation to repent and get right with Him.   

The Apostle Paul is telling Timothy about the very nature of people and how bad they will be; not all, but 

many.  He tells of them character by character.  Although they are in the church and part of the church it 

doesn’t mean that he (Timothy) would not encounter these people.
