Jesus 

gives them End Time essentials in this chapter.  

I want to use just one, that is great for End Time and now. Verse 4 Jesus 

said, “Take heed that no one deceives you.” 

When you start seeing the signs of the times, when 

you start seeing the making of the one world government, when you start 

seeing a cashless society, people using EBT cards for food, when you 

start seeing the shadows of the Antichrist and his system. Know for sure 

everything that the Bible predicts will happen. The number one thing  that  



is essential for you is, take heed to yourself that no one deceives you.  

I have seen people who started out with Jesus get bamboozled, 

hoodwinked, into believing other things, and rejecting the truth of Christ. 

The spirit of the antichrist is here.  

Take heed, how's my relationship with Jesus? How's my passion for 

God? When I think about the Lord do I get stirred up?  How’s my life, do 

I just want to please Him? Take heed to yourself, am I consecrated? Am 

I living a life that I can live again?  Am I picking up my cross and 

following Christ daily?  

You know in 1st John it says that everyone that has this hope, that is the 

coming of the Lord's return purifies himself even as He is pure. 

1st Thessalonians 4:13-18 Let’s us know Jesus is coming back. If my 

body has returned back to the earth before Jesus returns. It will rise 

again when Jesus returns, to everlasting life with Him. If I’m still alive 

when He returns I will be caught up to  meet Him in the air and be with 

Him forever more. Because someone of this generation, might see the 

return of Christ. I say take heed, and for those, who might get left 

behind. There is still hope. Revelation 7:9-13 lets us know that. But I 

would rather leave in the rapture.
