My first 
question to him was why did he want to do it and I informed him that I did not want 
to hear that all his friends were doing it and he wanted the sense of feeling included 
to that which was viewed as popular. 
 
So, I gave him the task of researching the origin of this practice further sharing with 
him that the wearing of the ear ring did have different meanings when you wore it in 
the right or left ear or both when it came to men and he needed to be certain of 
what it represented.  So that those who had the understanding would recognize 
your intent and that he would not be offended by the approach or assumption to 
what you may be signaling.  Being safe than sorry because this trend did create an 
invitation for some and definitely unwanted by others who lack the knowledge. I 
instructed him further to come back to me with that which he learned and also his 
decision. 
 
Upon his complete he learned more than what he ever knew and his eyes were 
wide open. It also taught him to investigate further all of his decisions to ensure that 
he was understood and standing on the principles that best defined his character in 
his eyes and God's. It was on that day I felt I had instilled the right principles and 
instruction for him to pass on to his children as a valuable lesson.

Since the children 
have not had the privilege of a balanced or rectified relationship of the parents 9 
times out of ten time, they tend to repeat the same outcomes and depending on how 
deep of the wombs that have be internally created within the child the prospect of 
multiple failed marriage could be a factor.  Since no resolution has ever manifested 
before their offspring are likely to repeat the pattern of failure.  Other issues of low 
self-esteem, alcoholism, drug abuse, and physical abuse, and even homosexuality 
make entrance due to not having the ability to bring resolution at the initial causes. 
 
So, each generation continues battling through numerous curses that have been 
created by man's disobedience to God's principles.  If we look at just about every 
societal issues presence to man we see where a generation has broken a covenant, 
principle or disregarded a commandment.  It is not a mystery as to why we have 
such turmoil in the land unless you are totally in the dark to every aspect of God's 
will and that is because one has not invested the time to seek His word for 
themselves and therefore, they do not have a strong foundational relationship with 
our Creator and do not know His voice as He speaks to us throughout life. 
 
Man's interpretation of God's will have been skewed by man's motivate which 
creates overwhelming gray areas surrounding God's principles because we now are 
faced with modern day Scribes and Pharisees which are being exposed because 
they operate from their own principles of do as I say not as I do.  Getting their hand 
caught in the so-called cookie jar. 
 
The Word of God has always provided this information and forecast but we have 
become too busy to even complete the basic "Study to show thyself approved", 
"pray without ceasing", "watch and pray".  We don't apply our God given defenses 
and we become weaken by the circumstances that come our way.  Why does it 
surprise some when you suggest praying in the mist of situations?  Because if we 
were truly studying, we would understand this is an effective remedy.  Outcomes 
would be much different and true testimonies would be much greater than what they 
are.

Doing our first works all over again, we must truly understand 
every aspect of our life begins and ends with God
