Call to Order at 10:01 AM by Andrew Cuomo  

Mark took role call of all owners in person and on Zoom.  It was determined that 21 owners were in attendance.  A quorum of 37 is required and we had 38 total made up of 21 owners, 12 proxies and 10 garage (.5 per garage).  

President’s Report:
· Andrew reviewed the Mark Halstead lawsuit.  The HOA won the judgment.  The HOA is owed approximately $30,000.  
· Andrew reviewed the garage repair history over 2023.  The repairs allow the owners to use the garage, green space, and pool.  Monthly inspections are required by the Town of Vail and are being conducted.  He also reviewed the preliminary estimate to repair and/or replace the garage tension rods.    
· The next board of directors meeting will be November 28th, 2023 @ 5:00 MST.
· Andrew moved to adjourn the meeting at 11:59AM.  

Manager’s Report:
· Steve reported 300/400 alarm system is not working.  Waiting for an estimate to repair.  Approximate estimate $25,000-$30,000.  The 100/200/500 building passed inspection.
· Angle parking will not fit on the pool side.  The dirt was paved.  
· Pool & Hot tub are functioning.  One is operating during October, but both will function in November.  
· There was a noise in the 400 building when heat is engaged.  Steve turned down the circulation pump to reduce the noise.  
· Andrew asked Steve to check the heat tape, gutters and drains.  
· An owner asked Steve to check/repair the coating on his deck.  
· Steve and Andrew discussed the backup in the sewer drain lines.  Steve reiterated do not put flushable wipes, grease, and excess food down drains.    

Treasurer’s Report:
· Scott reviewed 2023/2024 budget summary.  
· Andrew stated there were no owners on the aging report.  
· Delta Stein #421 motioned to approve the 2023/2024 budget, Jim Hockensmith #412 second.  All owners voted in favor, the motion passed with none opposed.    
· Scott reviewed the August financials.  
· Scott discussed the late payment policy is in place to protect the owners.  If late $50 per month unless you have been on time for the previous 12 months.   

Secretary’s Report:
· Mark stated we need to approve the owners meeting minutes from October 1, 2022.  Andrew moved to approve, and Chris seconded.  Motion passed with no one opposed.
