Winnebago County State’s Attorney Marilyn Hite Ross announces that a Grand Jury has returned an indictment against Isaac James Parker (DOB: 1/28/1994) for 2 Counts Aggravated Battery, 1 Count Aggravated Assault and 12 Counts Possession of a Firearm without Requisite Firearm Owner's Identification Card.
On February 18, 2020 Rockford City Police Officers responded to a residence on 25th Street in reference to a domestic situation involving firearms.  At the scene officers spoke with a male victim who overheard arguing between the defendant and a female.  When he went to check on the female the defendant pointed a gun on him.  Officers attempted to make contact with the defendant who did not respond for several hours.  The defendant eventually came out of the apartment with the female as well as a 3 year old child.  When officers conducted a search of the residence inside the bedroom where the defendant was, officer’s located the following weapons: 
· 1 black semi-automatic Taurus Curve handgun
· 2 black Glock handguns
· 1 Taurus G2c 9mm handgun
· 1 black AR style Tavor Sar rifle
· 1 black AR style Diamondback DB1741184 rifle
· 2 black AR style American Tactical Omni Hybrid NS rifles

· 3 black pump action Kel Tec 12 gauge shotguns
· As well as a variety of ammunition.   
A check revealed that Issac Parker did not possess a valid Firearm Owners Identification Card.  The case was reviewed by the Winnebago County State’s Attorney’s Office and charges were authorized.  

Aggravated Battery is a Class 3 Felony that has a sentencing range of 2-5 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections followed by 1 Year of Mandatory Supervised Release

Aggravated Assault is a Class A Misdemeanor that has a sentencing range of up to 1 year in jail or Probation up to 2 years.  
Possession of a Firearm without Requisite Firearm Owner's Identification Card is a Class A Misdemeanor with a sentencing range of up to one year in jail and up to two years of probation.

The defendant is scheduled to appear in front of the Honorable Judge Brendan Maher at 8:30 am on January 9, 2020 in courtroom D of the Winnebago County Justice Center. 
The charges are merely allegations and the defendant is presumed innocent until or unless proven guilty in a court of law. 
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
