Winnebago County State’s Attorney Marilyn Hite Ross announces that a Grand Jury has returned an indictment against Keith D. Wood (DOB: 6/30/1990) for Aggravated Driving with an Alcohol Concentration of 0.08 or more in Blood or Breath Resulting in Death.
On August 26, 2020, Officers with the Rockford City Police Department responded to the area of North Central Avenue and West Riverside Boulevard for a two car traffic crash with injuries. Officers arrived on scene and identified the defendant as the driver of one of the vehicles involved in the crash. The other driver was identified as the victim of the crash. Both drivers were taken to the hospital for their injuries. The victim succumbed to her injuries from the crash and was later pronounced deceased at the hospital. The case was reviewed by the Winnebago County State’s Attorney’s Office and charges were authorized.

Aggravated Driving with an Alcohol Concentration of 0.08 or more in Blood or Breath Resulting in Death is a Class 2 Felony and carries a sentencing range of 3-14 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections followed by 2 year Mandatory Supervised Release. 

The charges are merely allegations and the defendant is presumed innocent until or unless proven guilty in a court of law. 
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
