Winnebago County State’s Attorney Marilyn Hite Ross announces that RAHEEM KING (DOB: 4/4/1996) was found guilty of First Degree Murder, Armed Robbery, Aggravated Vehicular Hijacking and Aggravated Unlawful Restraint after a bench trial in front of the Honorable Judge Debra Schafer. 

On April 7, 2018 Rockford Police Department Officers responded to the 400 block of N. Springfield Ave. Upon arrival, Officers located three deceased males, Martavies Blake, Daijon Sistrunk and Sean Anderson.  During the investigation, the defendant was developed as a suspect. The case was reviewed by the Winnebago County State’s Attorney’s Office and charges were authorized. 
First Degree Murder is a Class M Felony with a sentencing range of 20-60 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections followed by three years of Mandatory Supervised Release.  Truth in sentencing applies.
Special sentencing enhancements apply in this case that could require a sentence of up to Natural Life in the Illinois Department of corrections.

Armed Robbery is a Class X Felony with a sentencing range of 6-30 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections followed by three years of Mandatory Supervised Release.

Aggravated Vehicular Hijacking is a Class X Felony with a sentencing range of 6-30 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections followed by three years of Mandatory Supervised Release.

Aggravated Unlawful Restraint is a Class 3 Felony with a sentencing range of 2-5 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections followed by one year of Mandatory Supervised Release. 
The defendant has a future court date scheduled for November 9, 2020 at 1:30pm set for sentencing in front of the Honorable Judge Debra Schafer in Courtroom 317.
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
