Winnebago County State’s Attorney Marilyn Hite Ross announces that a Grand Jury has returned an indictment against Rayshawn Hayes (DOB: 12/19/1997) for Aggravated Domestic Battery, Criminal Damage to Property, Violation of Bail Bond, Interfering with the Reporting of Domestic Violence, and Domestic Battery.
On August 28, 2019 the Rockford City Police Department was dispatched to 3912 15th Avenue in reference to what was later determined to be a domestic battery. During the investigation, the defendant was developed as suspect. The case was reviewed by the Winnebago County State’s Attorney’s Office and charges were authorized.
Aggravated Domestic Battery is a Class 2 Felony that is punishable by a sentence range of 3-7 years Illinois Department of Corrections followed by 4 years of Mandatory Supervised Release. 
Criminal Damage to Property is a Class 4 Felony that is punishable by a sentence range of 1-3 years Illinois Department of Corrections followed by 1 years of Mandatory Supervised Release.

Violation of Bail Bond is a Class A Misdemeanor that is punishable by a sentence range of up to 1 year in jail. 

Interfering with the Reporting of Domestic Violence is a Class A Misdemeanor that is punishable by a sentence range of up to 1 year in jail. 

Domestic Battery is a Class A Misdemeanor that is punishable by a sentence range of up to 1 year in jail. 
The defendant is scheduled to appear in front of the Honorable Judge Jennifer Clifford in Courtroom B on September 2, 2020 at 9:00am in the Winnebago County Justice Center
The charges are merely allegations and the defendant is presumed innocent until or unless proven guilty in a court of law. 
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
