Winnebago County State’s Attorney J. Hanley announces that yesterday, November 3, 2021, Tirino C. Jackson (DOB: 5/13/1980) was sentenced to 75 years for the offense of First Degree Murder followed by a consecutive sentence of 20 years for Armed Habitual Criminal by the Honorable Judge Brendan Maher.  The defendant was found guilty of these offenses by a jury on June 16, 2021. 
In February of 2010, Tirino Jackson devised a plan to lure Terrance “Bay Bay” Shumate to a secluded location near the 2800 block of Olsen Street. It was there that Jackson shot and killed nineteen year old Terrance Shumate. On February 21, 2010 at approximately 4:15 a.m., Rockford Police responded to the scene where they found Shumate lying in the roadway with a gunshot wound to his head. He was pronounced dead at the scene.  
This sentence will be served consecutively to a 30 year prison sentence the defendant is currently serving for a previous conviction for Armed Habitual Criminal, Aggravated Fleeing to Elude, Felon in Possession of a Weapon and Criminal Damage to State Supported Property.  The defendant was due to be released on May 4, 2039 on those charges but must now first serve these new sentences. 
The Rockford Police Department conducted the investigation in this case with assistance from SAO investigators. Assistant State’s Attorneys Ken LaRue and Taylor Nesbit handled the prosecution. 
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
