Winnebago County State’s Attorney J. Hanley announces that on September 7, 2021 Troy Rossato (DOB: 02/19/86) was found guilty after a bench trial of two (2) counts of Criminal Sexual Assault by the Honorable Judge Debra Schafer.
On July 14, 2018, Officers from the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Office were dispatched to St. Anthony’s Hospital for a report of a sexual assault.  At the hospital officers spoke with the victim who advised she had been at a house party the night before. She reported that while she was in and out of consciousness that evening the defendant Troy Rossato sexually assaulted her.  The case was reviewed by the Winnebago County State’s Attorney’s Office and charges were authorized. The case was investigated by the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Office and Assistant State’s Attorney Kirstin Krivanec handled the prosecution.
Criminal Sexual Assault is a Class 1 Felony with a sentencing range for the defendant of 4-30 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections followed by three years to natural life of Mandatory Supervised Release.  Truth in sentencing applies and the defendant will serve at least 85% of his sentence.
The case was investigated by the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Office and Assistant State’s Attorney Kirstin Krivanec handled the prosecution.
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
