Winnebago County State’s Attorney Marilyn Hite Ross announces that on September 17, 2020, Wainer Ancheta (DOB: 04/15/92) was found guilty by a Winnebago County jury of Armed Habitual Criminal and Possession of a Controlled Substance and not guilty of Attempt First Degree Murder.   The defendant will be sentenced by the Honorable Ronald J. White on November 5, 2020.
On October 24, 2018, Winnebago County Sheriff Deputies attempted to take the defendant into custody on an outstanding arrest warrant at the Fas Fuel located at 3429 Main Street, Rockford when the defendant pointed at a weapon at the officers.  An exchange of gunfire occurred before the deputies took the defendant into custody.  The defendant was in possession of an illegal firearm and cocaine at the time of his arrest. The case was reviewed by the Winnebago County State’s Attorney’s Office and charges were authorized. 
Armed Habitual Criminal is a Class X Felony with a sentencing range of 6-30 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections followed by three years of Mandatory Supervised Release. 
Possession of a Controlled Substance is a Class 4 felony with a sentencing range of up to 1-3 years (extended term 6 years) in the Illinois Department of Corrections followed by one year of Mandatory Supervised Release. 
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
