Winnebago County State’s Attorney J. Hanley announces that today, December 1, 2021, Daniel Williams (DOB: 8/25/81) was sentenced to a total of 60 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections for 2 counts of Predatory Criminal Sexual Assault and 3 counts of Criminal Sexual Assault by the Honorable Judge Randy Wilt.  The defendant was found guilty of these offenses on August 17, 2021 after a jury trial. 
In March of 2018 the Rockford City Police Department met with the Defendant Daniel Williams. The defendant told officers that for the past 6 to 8 years he had been sexually abusing a minor child. The Rockford Police Department investigated and identified the minor child. After their investigation the defendant was charged with 2 counts of Predatory Criminal Sexual Assault and 3 counts of Criminal Sexual Assault. 
Predatory Criminal Sexual Assault is a Class X Felony punishable by 6-60 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections. Criminal Sexual Assault is a Class 1 Felony punishable by 4-15 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections. 

This 60 year sentence is to be served at 85% and will be followed by a Mandatory Supervised Release term of 3 years to Natural Life. Upon his release from prison the defendant will be required to register as a sex offender for life.  
The Rockford City Police Department conducted the investigation in this case. Assistant State’s Attorneys Kirstin Krivanec and Taylor Nesbit handled the prosecution. 
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
