Winnebago County State’s Attorney J. Hanley announces that yesterday, November 22, 2021, Troy Rossato (DOB 2/19/86) was sentenced to 15 years for 2 counts of Criminal Sexual Assault by the Honorable Judge Deborah Schafer.  The defendant was found guilty of these offenses on September 7, 2021 after a bench trial. 
In July 2018 the defendant was at a house party where the victim, a 21 year old female, was also present. The victim had been drinking at the party and was helped into her friend’s bedroom at the party where she passed out on the bed. A little while later the defendant entered the bedroom and sexually assaulted the victim while she was in and out of consciousness. 

This 15 year sentence is to be served at 85% and will be followed by a Mandatory Supervised Release term of 3 years to Natural Life. Upon his release from prison the defendant will be required to register as a sex offender for life.  
The Winnebago County Sheriff’s Department conducted the investigation in this case. Assistant State’s Attorney Kirstin Krivanec handled the prosecution. 
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
