Winnebago County State’s Attorney J. Hanley announces that on May 26, 2021, Jordan Stoltz (DOB: 8/26/1990) was found guilty of three counts of Possession of Child Pornography by the Honorable Judge Joseph G. McGraw.
On July 16, 2014, Investigators from the Attorney General’s Office and Deputies from the Winnebago County Sheriff’s office executed a search warrant at 1006 Kingsley Drive, Machesney Park, Illinois. A computer belonging to Jordan Stoltz was seized and searched by a Digital Forensic Examiner working for the Attorney General’s Office. The examination found around 4,000 images and videos of child pornography.  
Child Pornography is a Class 2 Felony with a sentencing range of 3-7 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections followed by 2 years of Mandatory Supervised Release. The defendant is also eligible for probation. If sentenced to the Department of Corrections, the three counts of Child Pornography would be mandatorily consecutive to each other. The sentence would be served at 50%.
     The case is set for Sentencing on August 2, 2021 at 11:00 a.m. in Courtroom A of the Winnebago County Justice Center.
The Internet Crimes Against Children Task Force and the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Office investigated the case. Assistant Attorney General Shannon O’Brien and Assistant State’s Attorney Andrew Fisk handled the prosecution.
