Winnebago County State’s Attorney J. Hanley announces that on July 16, 2021, Juan Moreno Jimenez (DOB 11/24/69) was sentenced to 11 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections by the Honorable Judge Brenden Maher for the offense of Criminal Sexual Assault.  The Defendant was previously found guilty of that offense by a jury on April 14, 2021.
On the morning of August 4, 2019, officers of the Rockford City Police Department responded to a call regarding a sexual assault that occurred during a small gathering. Upon arrival, officers located Juan Moreno Jimenez naked and laying partially in the street. Officers learned that the victim had gone to sleep and woke up to Juan Moreno Jimenez sexually assaulting her. The victim was able to get away and alert the others that were at the gathering.  The others brought Juan Moreno Jimenez out to the street where police found him when they arrived.
At the sentencing hearing, the victim and her family bravely provided victim impact statements to the Court on how the defendant’s conduct affected them.
Criminal Sexual Assault is a Class 1 felony with a sentencing range from 4 – 15 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections.  Judge Maher sentenced the defendant to serve 11 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections to be served at 85% for Criminal Sexual Assault.

The Rockford Police Department conducted the investigation in this case. Assistant State’s Attorney’s Melissa Voss and Justin Neubauer handled the prosecution. 
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
