Winnebago County State’s Attorney J. Hanley announces that on May 7, 2021, Sanchez Curry (DOB: 6/21/1992) was sentenced to Natural Life in the Illinois Department of Corrections by the Honorable Judge Joseph G. McGraw for the offense of First Degree Murder. Curry had previously been found guilty on June 13, 2019. 

On September 23, 2018, Winnebago County Sheriff’s Deputies were dispatched to the area of Great Oaks apartment complex at 4801 Linden Rd.  Anton Harris was found shot at the scene and eventually died.  Winnebago County Sheriff’s Detectives developed Devontae Wrancher as a suspect.  A witness to the murder picked Wrancher out of a photo lineup as the person that Anton Harris was talking to when he was shot.  Wrancher’s phone was examined and data from the phone showed that calls were made to a certain number prior to the murder and then after the murder.  This phone number belonged to Sanchez Curry.  An examination of the phone number’s GPS coordinates showed that the phone was around 4801 Linden Rd around the time of the murder.  Deputies searched Curry’s residence and found bullets of the same brand as the casings found at the scene.
First Degree Murder is a Class M Felony with a sentencing range of 20-60 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections followed by three years of Mandatory Supervised Release.  A 25 year to Natural life shall be added to the sentence because the defendant was found to have discharged a firearm proximately causing the death of Anton Harris.  The defendant is required to serve 100% of his sentence.  Wrancher was previously sentenced to 50 years in the Department of Corrections at 100% for First Degree Murder.
The Winnebago County Sheriff’s Office conducted the investigation in this case. Assistant State’s Attorneys Andrew Fisk and Theodora Green handled the prosecution. 
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
