Winnebago County State’s Attorney J. Hanley announces that on June 23, 2021, Tyrone Patterson (DOB 4/7/1970) was found guilty of Violation of an Order of Protection after a jury trial before Judge Jennifer Clifford.
On February 27, 2021, at approximately 6:25 pm, Rockford City Police Officers made contact with Doris Patterson who indicated that she had an order of protection prohibiting the defendant from contacting her. Doris Patterson stated that Tyrone Patterson had contacted her by phone on February 27, 2021. Tyrone Patterson had been served with notice of the order of protection issued on 2/26/2021.  
Said Assistant State’s Attorney Clayton L. Zamudio, “This case demonstrates that the people of Winnebago County have faith in our criminal justice system. When a party seeks protections from an abuser, our office will fight for them.” 
Violation of an Order of Protection is a Class 4 Felony with a sentencing range from 1-6 years in the Illinois Department of Corrections, followed by 4 years of Mandatory Supervised Release. The defendant is also eligible for probation.  

This case is set for a sentencing hearing on July 30, 2021, at 2:30 pm, in courtroom B of the Winnebago County Criminal Justice Center.

The Rockford Police Department conducted the investigation in this case. Assistant State’s Attorneys Clayton L. Zamudio and Eric Vernsten handled the prosecution. 
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
