Australian Shepherds are very smart dogs. They learn very quickly and flourish when you stimulate their minds. Are you willing to learn how to personally train them or go to a training course to ensure a happy Aussie, and a pet that will thrive with your family? A bored pet that does not receive enough exercise or mental stimulation can cause a lot of destruction. Boredom is the MAIN reason for unwanted behaviors. It is recommended to brush them with a special double coat brush, a couple times a week to minimize the amount of shedding and so their coat does not get matted.
