In the afternoon, we’ll immerse ourselves in that magical
“Christmas in Prague”. Old Town Square Christmas Market is
world-famous for a reason. Set against the backdrop of the
Astronomical Clock and Týn Church, it’s filled with wooden stalls,
local crafts, and live performances.

Evening: enjoy a 3-course dinner at a local restaurant

After dinner, join us for a Christmas Concert in the Mirror
Chapel, the most beautiful Baroque concert hall in Prague.

On the way we will stop and visit the Benedictine Abbey of
Melk, one of Austria’s most famous Baroque buildings.

Read hidden symbols in architecture and search
for meanings that escape the ordinary eye (2hrs).
