The song of the angels, “Holy, Holy, Holy,” resounds
from our lips at every Mass. There was a widespread
belief in the first religions of the world that God stirred
creation into being by a word, a song, a musical
note.

Soon
we get shushed and hushed into quiet, and given lots
of messages that our voices are unwanted, and that
we need to raise our hands in order to be heard. All
of that is overturned in liturgy, the place where God
waits to hear us come alive in the song of all creation.
