24000mAh.It can help you out when your phone's battery is dead.Especially when you need to go for a business trip or other 
outdoor activities.

So what’s wrong?  
Incorrect Spacing: 

Spelling Error:   “thre’s”  

Inappropriate Capitalization: Film, please, Capacity Of Portable Charger 

Bad Descriptive Word: “ Huge” 

Better: “Large”

Incorrect Preposition: for

Better: “on” 

Inappropriate Description:  Especially when you need to go for a business trip or other outdoor activities.       

Note: Business trips are generally not included as outdoor activities. So the wording “other outdoor activities” is inappropriate.  

Inappropriate Word:  To an American an LCD screen would not be considered, “Fashionable” 

And that is only the first part of the ad! 
This literally has Non-American written all over it! 

Here’s how we would change it … 

Recommeded corrections by AmeriSpeech   

1. Make sure that you remove the protective film over the LCD screen prior to use.  The portable charger has a 

large 2400mAh capacity and can recharge your phone battery anytime that you’re on the go. 
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
