INFORMATION:

School Colours: Burgundy, black, grey & white
Supplier: Land’s End

The top layer of the uniform must display the school logo. ltems worn beneath sweaters,
vests, or dresses must have a collar, but the logo is not required. Pants, shorts, & skirts
do not require a logo and can be purchased from any clothing manufacturer (with the
exception of burgundy tartan dress & skirt)

Students must be in uniform unless otherwise specified at all times during school hours
and on field trips.

REQUIREMENTS:

Pants & Shorts

- Black or khaki flat front or pleated trousers or shorts

- Shorts must be no shorter than two finger widths above the knee
« No cargo shorts or pants

Skirts & Dresses*

« Khaki or burgundy tartan skirts

- Tartan dress with logo layered over collared shirt

- Skirts must be no shorter than two finger widths above the knee

Polo & Oxford Shirts

- Short or long sleeve polo with logo in burgundy or white

- Short or long sleeve oxford shirt* with logo with logo in white

- Grade 10 - 12 students may choose black short or long sleeve polo with logo



Sweaters & Vests*

- Knit sweater (pullover or zip front) or vest with logo layered over collared shirt
- Grade 10-12 students may choose black sweater or vest with logo

« No hoodies or sweatshirts

Accessories

- Black, white or grey socks or tights

- Black dress shoes, loafers or ballet flats
- Burgundy tartan tie*

« No hats in classrooms

Gym Uniform
- Black athletic shorts or pants

- T-shirt with logo in grey or burgundy

« Burgundy or grey hoodie*

- Athletic shoes with non marking soles
« No skate shoes or slip ons

Outdoor Wear
- Outdoor shoes or boots
- Weather appropriate outerwear and accessories

Casual Days
- Skirts and shorts must be no shorter than two finger widths above the knee

- No inappropriate language, slogans or graphics
« No sleeveless shirts, muscle shirts or tank tops with narrow straps

*Indicates optional items

INFRACTIONS PROCEDURE:

First & Second Infraction
Student will note infraction in their agenda to be initialed by parent

Third Infraction

At the discretion of the teacher, program director or principal, parent will receive notice
in writing to supply one full uniform to be kept at the school so the student can change
out of non compliant clothing items.
