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Peoria lays out new rules for cannabis dispensaries
and where they can operate in the city

After months of debate and policy crafting, the Peoria City
Council has settled on, for now, a cannabis dispensary policy
that caps the number of dispensaries allowed to operate in the
city at six while also carving out areas where no cannabis
dispensaries can operate.
The council voted unanimously to pass the policy that restricts
cannabis dispensaries from opening in the Sheridan Triangle
neighborhood center, Prospect Road neighborhood center,
West Main local commerce and neighborhood center and the
Warehouse District local commerce and neighborhood center.
Not everyone was on board with the council's unanimous
decision, however. READ
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
