In 2014, GTI made headlines by hiring former Chicago police
Superintendent Terry Hillard and Terry Gainer, a former Chicago cop, Illinois State
police director and head of the U.S. Capitol Police in Washington, D.C., to lead its
security team.
Meanwhile, GTI and its affiliate companies have donated to the campaigns of a
number of Illinois politicians and also gave tens of thousands of dollars to a
pro-cannabis organization, which in turn infused cash into local and state legislative
contests, state campaign records show.
