FEED ING  THE  HOMEBOUND  

OF  THE  WEST  END

Starting in November of 2020 ,  PVEN

partnered with Meals on Wheels of Monroe

County to serve low-income homebound

individuals living in the West End of Monroe

County .  With the help of an AllOne grant ,

this partnership allows PVEN 's grocery

service to extend its reach in our

community .  As of February 2021 ,  PVEN and

Meals on Wheels are now jointly serving

twenty clients in the West End ,  almost half

of whom were not previous PVEN clients due

to their homebound status .   

How Does It Work?

PVEN 's volunteers pack shopping carts full

of groceries for pre-registered clients .  Meals

on Wheels volunteers arrive at PVEN ,  pack

their cars full of groceries ,  and drive them to

each client 's home .  

How Do I Qualify?

Clients must qualify for both PVEN 's services

and Meals on Wheel 's services in order to

qualify .  Individuals interested in

participating should contact both PVEN and

MOW to get started .
