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Flatlanders Racing Association Handbook 


Introduction

This handbook is presented in the hope that it will aid new members and refresh old members on the rules and regulations the organization upholds both on and off the track.


Included in this handbook is a guide to organizational procedure, The Constitution and consolidated legislation of Flatlanders Racing Association, the standing orders of Flatlanders Racing Association, and the Rules for each applicable locally governed class. Together, these items make up the body of knowledge necessary to operate smoothly as an organization. 

I. The Track and Specified Areas 

Flatlanders maintains a dirt oval 9 km west of Kindersley Saskatchewan. Included on the grounds are multiple large grandstands, concession areas, a flag tower, and a number of storage areas. 
II. Executive Members and Their Duties
· President: An elected member designated as the official representative of the track, and as such has the right to summon the executive as necessary. President is elected to a 2 year term, alternating election years with the Vice President. Elections for the president are subject to a number of specific criteria. 
· Vice President: An elected member, the Vice President’s role is to assist the President in the performance of his or her duties, and in making certain that the required protocol is upheld. Vice president is elected to a 2 year term alternating with the President  

· Treasurer: An elected member responsible for tracking and managing the financials of the organization
· Secretary: The secretary is in charge of handling and documenting the papers and various pieces of documentation after each sitting of the membership. The secretary is also tasked with taking meeting minutes and keeping a general record while the membership is in session. 
· General Executive: A collection of elected members given the authority to act on behalf of the track. May be called upon by the President to help settle disputes, head committees, or complete general tasks as needed
· Members: All members of the track who have not been elected to specific executive positions. Members are entitled to a vote during sittings, and have the right to bring forward motions. 
III. Race Schedule

Every race season a schedule is to be voted upon and set at a general meeting. Events can range in size from 1 to 3 days and may include/exclude any number of vehicle classes based on the discretion of membership.
IV. Sittings of Membership 

Any given sitting of the membership  shall follow the Order of Business that is laid out for considering one matter at a time. This order is clarified below. The general idea behind an Order Paper is to consider things in their order of importance, with unfinished business taking priority within a given section.


A sitting will be called on a monthly basis. The designated date of the sitting will be the first Tuesday, unless otherwise specified and communicated to membership.

3. TREASURER WILL GIVE MONTHLY REPORT

4. FINISH OLD BUSINESS

5. NEW BUSINESS

7. MOTION TO ADJOURN
V. Motions


The term motion is very broad and covers all matters upon which the members are asked to vote or express an opinion. The majority are debatable and include, but are not limited to, the following:

a)  All resolutions that the membership is asked to support;

b)  A motion to dissolve into committee;

c)  A motion create/suspend an action item
Some motions are not debatable, such as motions to adjourn. All motions must be moved and seconded by Members. Any motion, once defeated, may not be moved in the same form during the same session, nor may a motion that is substantially the same be moved. A Member who has made a motion may withdraw that motion, if the membership gives unanimous consent. A motion that has been withdrawn, rather than defeated, can be introduced again. 

VI. Amendments


An amendment is a formal change to a motion under debate. It can add, change, or delete any debatable aspect of a motion. An amendment is a separate motion in and of itself. Amendments also require a Mover and a Seconder.  

VII. Committees


Committees may be appointed and entrusted with specific tasks. These committees are run basically the same, under the chairmanship of an Executive member, only the subject matter changes. 

VIII. Discussion

Discussion during sittings must conform to certain customs and rules of order. Members are to avoid attacking language. The president reserves the right to call a vote on a motion at his or her discretion. 
IX. Punishments

If a Member is found to be in breach of the rules of the track or rules of conduct, that member can be dealt with in a number of ways:

· Warning - The President, or chosen member of the executive, can issue a warning to the Member.  This is often done if the infraction was minor or the Member is new. Repeated warnings will often lead the organization to take harsher measures.

· Removal of Track Use – If deemed necessary, the rights of a member to use the track facilities can be revoked for a specific period of time.

· Suspension of Membership Privileges - The executive can order that a Member have their membership privileges revoked for a specified amount of time. This means that a member may not be permitted to bring forward motions or vote during sittings of the membership. 
X. Voting


When the President has deemed it necessary, they may choose to end discussion on a motion or topic. In the case of a motion, this means that a vote will be called. A poll will be taken by the president, asking for those in favor followed by those opposed. The votes will be taken by raising hands at the appropriate times. The President will make a decision on which side had more votes and will inform the membership of that decision. 


If a Member wishes to abstain from a vote, he or she simply remains in his or her seat and does not raise a hand during the voting period. 
XI. The Budget

Yearly budget is fluid and determined based upon yearly income from sources such as sponsorship, gate money, grants, and other forms of donation. The budget is presented by the treasurer and approved on a monthly basis. A full summary budget is to be presented at the AGM. 
The Constitution
Of

 Flatlanders Racing Association 

Section I: Title of Act

1)  This Act shall be entitled: “Flatlanders Racing Association Constitution Act,” and may be cited as “The Constitution” 

Section II: Rules of Procedure

1)  The following shall be used to determine procedure:

a)  The Standing Orders of Flatlanders Speedway
b)  As far as expediency permits, the recognized procedures of any interested participating parties
 Section III: Composition and Powers of the Executive Council 

1)  There shall be an Executive Council for Flatlanders as hereinafter set forth.

a) The Executive Council will be comprised of the Members referred to in Section II
2)  All proceedings carried on by the Executive Council are hereby validated, legalized, ratified and confirmed.

3)  Administrative and organizational responsibility is invested in the hands of the Executive Council as shall be set forward throughout this act.

4)  The Executive Council is responsible for carrying out all motions passed by the preceding sittings after their approval by the membership
5)  Only the President can call an official meeting of the Executive Council and he or she is responsible for providing the agenda for said meeting.  

6)  The President shall be the chair of all sittings and in his or her absence the duty shall fall to the next Member present who was elected as per Section II 

a) In matters requiring a vote, the chair shall only vote to break a tie. 

7)  The sittings shall be carried without the purpose of gain for its Members, and any profits or other gains to the organization shall be used in promoting its objective.

Section IV: Interpretation

1)  The President shall have the power of interpretation of the constitution, Consolidated Legislation, and the Standing Orders whenever a question of interpretation arises.

2)  If a legitimate protest follows the President’s ruling, the President may request consultation from the executive members.

Section V: Purposes of Sittings
1) To organize and plan action items to help insure the smooth and orderly operation of the track. 
2) To provide Members with an opportunity to voice concerns, as well as volunteer to help the organization. 
3) To encourage dialogue, and to that end have in each sitting the broadest possible representation of opinions. 
Section VI: Qualifications of Members
1)  The selection of Membership shall be on the basis of participation at a Flatlanders Racing Association event
2)  The Member shall be:

a)  In good standing with the Flatlanders Racing Association organization 
b)  Not in violation of any of Flatlanders rules for on/off the track conduct
Section VII: Consideration for Election to Executive Roles
1)  Each candidate for election shall let their name stand for nomination at the annual general meeting.

2)  The membership fee will be required to have been paid at the time of nomination; said fee is to be refunded if the candidate is not accepted as a Member. 

3)  The President shall certify and present a list of candidate nominations to the attending membership before a vote commences.
Section VIII: Executive Member’s Term of Office and Duties

1)  A Executive Member shall serve from the first Tuesday of December until the first Tuesday in December of the following year.

2)  It shall be the duty of all Executive Members to do the following:

a) Give leadership at all functions of the track
a)  To the best of their ability, put into practice the purposes of Flatlanders Speedway
Section IX - Selection of Executive Roles
1)  The selection of the elected officers, as set out in section II, shall be made at an annual sitting of members Members on the second Tuesday of December; they are to serve in the succeeding Exec.

2) The qualifications of the elected officers are as follows:

a)  The candidates for President shall be current members of the organization and shall have served as a member of the Executive for a minimum of 2 years. Candidates for President may not be in bankruptcy proceedings or have been declared medically unfit for any reason. 
b)  The candidates for Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary shall be current members of the organization and shall not be involved in bankruptcy proceedings at the time of their election. 
3) Selection will be made in the following order:
a)  President 
b)  Vice President
c)  Treasurer
d)  Secretary
e)  General Executive Members
4)  The following procedures shall apply for the election of remaining Executive Members referred to in section II:
a)  There shall be one election using a single ballot for all Executive members
b)  The number of Executive Members may be changed at the direction of membership

c)  Nominations shall be received from the floor, and after nominations have ceased, each nominee shall state whether he/she will allow his/her name to stand. If any nominee is not present in the sitting at the time of their nomination, their nomination shall be effective only if the President has previously received a statement from the nominee stating that the nominee will allow his/her name to stand for that particular office. 

d)  The candidates with the highest numbers of votes are declared elected to Executive
e)  Each Member in attendance shall have multiple votes per ballot and does not have to use all of his/her votes.

6)  The following rules shall apply to all elections held under Subsection 4.

a)  No person may hold more than one role.

b)  If the President is a candidate for election, he/she shall step down from the Chair to be a Member and the Vice President shall assume the role of President.  
c)  All Members, with the exception of the President, shall be eligible to vote. The President may only vote to break a tie as determined by the Vice President and the Secretary in the following situations:
i)  If two or more candidates have tied for the fewest votes received, the President shall cast a negative vote to defeat one of them. (Subsection 4)

ii)  If the final two candidates have tied for amount of votes cast, the President shall cast a positive vote to elect one of them. (Subsection 4)

iii)  In case of a tie in the Executive vote (Subsection 5) then the President may cast a positive vote to elect an Executive Member.

7)  Each elected officer shall hold their position from the date they are elected to December 31 of the year following their election, unless the officer resigns or is removed during that period. The term extends past the date of a new election to encourage a smooth transition.
8)  The Secretary shall keep a confidential record of the three Members receiving the greatest number of votes who were not elected in subsection 4. 

Section X: Removal and Replacement of Officers

1)  Any Member of the Executive may be removed from their role by a 50%+1 majority vote of all Members of the Executive.  At least two-thirds of the Members of the Executive Council must participate in the vote. Any vote called in this fashion is subject to the following restrictions:

a)  Any Member of the Executive Council may request a vote. The Member must provide the reasons for calling the vote. The President and the Vice President shall be at liberty to refuse this request by unanimously deciding against the vote. If the President or the Vice President is the Member of the Executive that is being challenged, the Secretary shall replace that Member’s vote.

b)  The President or Vice President shall approach the individual on whom the vote has been called and shall allow a reasonable amount of time for the said Member to respond.

c)  Any and all Members of the Executive at the time of the vote are eligible to cast a ballot in the vote.  

d)  All votes must be the onus of the President (or the Vice President) subject to the following terms:

i)  All Members of the Executive must be given written notice of the vote, the reasons behind the vote, any response by the Member to the vote, and the date of the vote, a week prior to the vote.  

ii)  The President must receive all votes by the specified date.

iii)  No vote will be considered at any meeting of the Executive.

2)  All Members of the Executive Council are required to submit their resignation to the President for consideration under the following conditions:

a)  If the Member will be a resident outside of the provinces of Saskatchewan, Manitoba, and Alberta for a period of greater than Six (6) consecutive months, they must submit a letter of resignation.

3) The replacement of officers will follow the following procedures:

a)  If any Executive Members should resign or be removed from office, all elected Members elected after that Member shall assume a role of one position above them as per the following list:

i)  Vice President becomes President
ii)  Secretary becomes Vice President
iii)  The secretary role shall be filled by an executive member
Section XIX: Dispensing of Assets upon Dissolution

1)  In the event of the dissolution of Flatlanders Speedway, members who have been in good standing within the organization for a minimum of 5 consecutive years shall vote on asset distribution and decide upon new owners.  

Consolidated Legislation
The Incorporation Act (2004)

1) That the name of the organization shall be “Flatlanders Racing Association”
2) That the purposes of this organization are 

a) To promote the development of safe, recreational, competitive racing 

b) To promote the fellowship of racing enthusiasts

c) To assist members in becoming more involved in the sport of racing

3) That members be designated as laid out in the Flatlanders Racing Association Constitution. 

Liability Policy (2022)
1) That this act shall be entitled “Flatlanders Racing Association Liability Policy and may be cited as “The Liability Policy (2022)”

2) That the purpose of this Act shall be as follows:

a) To protect Flatlanders Speedway, and its Executive Members, from possible liability for damages connected with the consumption of alcohol, or any illegal activity.

b) To make it clear that Flatlanders Racing Association does not in any way sanction illegal activity, especially the consumption of alcohol by minors.

3) That Flatlanders Racing Association continue the current policy of disallowance of illegal activity

4) That the consequences of any actions against this policy be treated as a breach of Flatlanders Racing Association code of conduct regulations and the party (parties) involved be disallowed from taking part in the remainder of the activity in its entirety and if possible asked to leave the activity.

 Standing Orders of

Flatlanders Racing Association
GENERAL APPLICATION

     The following rules shall apply to each and every driver, owner, sponsor, mechanic, crew

member and/or any other pit personnel (collectively known as participants) participating

in any Flatlanders event. All participants subject to the following rules are expected to

know the rules and any claimed ignorance of the rules will not be accepted or tolerated.
SPEEDING IN THE PITS

     There is a 10 mi. an hour speed limit each participant has to follow while driving in the

pit. If you are seen by an official driving too fast or reckless in the pit area, you’ll be

fined $10.00 and you may lose your points for that day. No questions asked. This applies

to all vehicles in the pit area. This rule is set up so that a vehicle will not hit anyone in

the pit area.
COMPETITOR OBLIGATION

     Every driver must inspect the race surface and racetrack area to learn of any defects,

obstructions, or anything, which, in the driver’s opinion is unsafe, and the drivers should

report that condition in writing to a Flatlanders official. Any driver entering any racing

event is considered to have inspected the track and determined that conditions are

satisfactory. If the driver does not feel the conditions are satisfactory, then the driver

should not race. The driver acknowledges that he is aware that auto racing involves risks

and that by competing in an event the driver is taking the risks with full awareness and

knowledge.
FINALITY OF DECISIONS AND INTERPRETATIONS

     The decision of Flatlanders officials, including THE INTERPRETATION AND

APPLICATION OF THE RULES, and the SCORING OF POSITIONS shall be FINAL,

BINDING, and NON-APPEALABLE. ALL PARTICIPANTS, AS A CONDITION OF

PARTICIPATING IN A FLATLANDERS SANCTION EVENT, AGREE THAT ALL

DECISIONS OF FLATLANDERS RACE OFFICIALS, OR TRACK OFFICIALS

REGARDING THE INTERPRETATION AND APPLICATION OF THE

FLATLANDERS RULES, AND THE SCORING OF POSITIONS, SHALL BE NONLITAGLE. ALL PARTICIPANTS FURTHER CONVENT AND AGREE THAT THEY

WILL NOT INITIATE ANY TYPE OF LEGAL ACTION AGAINST FLATLANDERS,

TO CHALLENGE SUCH DECISIONS TO SEEK MONETARY DAMAGES. TO

SEEK INJUNCTIVE RELIEF OR TO SEEK ANY OTHER KIND OF LEGAL

REMEDY.

     If a participant pursues any such legal action, which violates this provision, then

the participant expressly agrees to reimburse Flatlanders, for all of its attorney’s fees and

costs in defending against such action.
RESERVED PARTICIPATION RIGHT

     Flatlanders reserves the right to refuse to accept the entry of any car or participant.

Furthermore Flatlanders reserves the right to revoke or cancel any participant’s claimed

right to be on the track premised, if it is felt determined that a participant presence or

conduct is not in the best interest of the sport of auto racing, the other competitors, the

spectators, track officials, or employees of Flatlanders.
PARTICIPANT DEFINITION

     A participant is any person taking part in any event at Flatlanders in any form including

but not limited to drivers, sponsors, track officials, pit crew and pit area observers. All

such persons shall be considered public figures through their own choice become

involved in auto racing events at Flatlanders, with full understanding he or she must

abide by the rules and regulations established and published or announced by the

Flatlanders management. All participants are considered to be responsible for their

personal conduct.
DRIVER RESPONSIBILITY

     The driver is responsible for the actions of his pit crew in all aspects. The driver shall be

the sole spokesperson for his/her car owner and pit crew in any and all matters, and must

talk with the chief Flatlanders or track official in charge regarding their conduct or

behaviour.
FIGHTING/ASSAULT/ABUSE OF OFFICIALS OR PARTICIPANTS

     Any participant directly involved with any fighting, misconduct, abusive or improper

language at any event, in the pits, on the track premises, or to a Flatlanders official, track

employee, or sponsor may be suspended from the next Flatlanders event, forfeit all track

points collected the day of the infraction, money earned for that event and a minimum of

$100.00 fine paid before allowed in to the next race event. Unsportsman like conduct by

drivers/owners or pit personnel before or during races will be grounds for the same

penalties as stated previous.
ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES

     No beer or alcoholic beverages shall be consumed in the pit are by any participant until

the entire program for all divisions is completed. If any participant is caught consuming

alcoholic beverages in the pit area before the entire program is completed, he or she shall

be immediately ejected from the racetrack premises.
DRUG POLICY

     Illegal drugs are substances, that are defined and prohibited by provincial (state) and/or

federal laws. General prohibition: Possession or use of illegal drugs substances, as

defined above, is prohibited in any form, by any participant at any Flatlanders sanctioned

event, either on the Speedway grounds or in any area considered to be used in the parking

lots or leased properties.

Participants: A participant as defined in the definitions in the rulebook, all such

participants are considered to be responsible for their personal conduct.
GOOD STANDING

     You must be in good standing with Flatlanders in order to receive any point fund money

and/or other awards. All fines must be paid, all suspensions must be fully served and all

outstanding debits to Flatlanders must be fully paid in order to be considered to be in

good standing with Flatlanders. Flatlanders reserves the right to offset the amount of any

outstanding fine or other monies due to Flatlanders from a participant against any point

fund money or other award to which the participant may be entitled. This includes any

participants who have fines, or suspensions, or debts pending with Flatlanders.
PREVAILING POLICY

     Any disagreements over technical questions or operations will be resolved by track

officials. Then their decision is rendered, such decision is final and binding.

Track officials will establish the length, frequency and administration of all events and

programs and when their decision is rendered, that decision is final and binding and nonappeal able.
DRIVER/CLASS RESTRICTIONS

     Powder puff is to be female only. No regular drivers allowed to race powder puff or

mechanic in their respective classes.

Regular drivers in mini and hobby are allowed to move up in a class to mechanic/powder

puff at least twice. Non-members can only race twice for points paid out at the end of

each day. Then, they either have to become a member or race for no points. The driver

that starts the race day finishes the race day unless impeded by illness or medical reasons.

If a car spins out twice during a heat/feature race and both times causes a caution to come

out, that car will be black flagged for that race.
ILLEGAL PARTS

     Illegal parts shall be any parts or components of a race car, or any alterations or

modifications to any such parts pr components, that do not meet the particular Flatlanders

rules and specifications of the class in which the race car is competing. Disallowed if not

allowed: If the rules do not specifically allow a part or component, or do not allow

specific alterations or modifications to a part or component, then they are all disallowed.

Removal of Identifying Marks: Any grinding, defacing or otherwise removing or

obliterating casting marks, casting numbers, or any other identifying marks or numbers

on a motor or Chassis part will automatically render that part illegal.

Spectator Safety Rules

    Every possible precaution has been taken to assure the safety and comfort of our

spectators. However, there are a few common sense rules all of us must observe to

make this a safe and enjoyable sport.

1. HIGH SPEEDS and FLYING DEBRIS CAN BE DANGEROUS and one condition of your admission to this event is recognition of that fact. The Flatlanders Racing Association assumes NO liability for injury to person or property.

2. DO NOT STAND AT THE FENCES. Fences can slow down cars and debris but cannot protect children or adults standing next to them.

3. PLEASE KEEP CHILDREN UNDER SURVEILLANCE and control. Explain to them the possible dangers.

4. NO PORTABLE VIEWING STANDS of any type are allowed on or near the racing surface.

5. WE ASK THAT YOU OBEY ALL INSTRUCTIONS of Flatlanders Racing Association Officials and Volunteers. They are working to ensure your safety and enjoyment at the event.

6. IN CASE OF AN ACCIDENT, PLEASE STAY IN YOUR SEAT. We have trained track officials who are equipped to handle these situations.

7. DO NOT WALK ON THE SEATS. Kindly use the aisles when ascending and descending the stands.

8. REPORT DIFFICULTIES AND PROBLEMS as soon as possible to a track official so the problem can be rectified.

9. PLEASE OBSERVE LOCAL AND FEDERAL LAWS REGARDING DRINKING AND DRIVING. We want to see you back here for the next event.

10.  AFTER THE RACES, DRIVE DEFENSIVELY AND HAVE A SAFE TRIP HOME.
Inclement Weather Policy

In the event of inclement weather, we will do our best to call the race one hour before the start time. However, upon completion of the first four heat races, the day will be deemed a complete race day. Rain date passes will not be issued thereafter, though the remainder of the program may be cancelled. 
Racing Vehicle Safety Equipment
(Revised January 7, 2025)
1) Mandatory Drivers suit or fire retardant coveralls, either Nomex or Proban and must have a fire Safety S.F.I. stamp of approval. A second layer of clothing must be underneath the fire suit. Two layer fire suits are highly recommended. Suits must be in good clean condition, free of oil and stains.

2) Mandatory fire retardant gloves and shoes. (Mechanics gloves are not fire retardant). Recommended: Fire retardant head sock and underwear. 

3) Full face shield Snell rated SA2020 helmet or higher (Cannot be older than 2015) 
4) SFI approved HANS style head and neck restraint required for ALL V8 classes.
a. RYJ class is permitted all SFI head and neck restraints 

5) Radios are banned in all classes 

a. Exception made for the KidMod class

6) Cars must have functional lights mounted on the front and rear

a. Red lights in the back 

7) Mirrors are banned in Hobbystock and Streetstock, permitted in RYJ, Truckstock, and Legends. 

8) Seats must be aluminium racing type, mounted securely to the frame and roll cage with back support
9) Mandatory fire retardant Roll bar padding required in drivers compartment anywhere the driver can come in contact with it. (Wet noodles are not allowed). 

10) Mandatory S.F.I. approved side window net. Minimum 16 inch by 20 inch ribbon or mesh style, and must be mounted so latch is at top of window. (Can’t be weathered or frayed) max 7 years old. 

11) Seatbelts must be racing type 5-point harnesses with a 3in belt width. All belts must be clearly labelled and dated by the manufacturer and must be updated at 5-year intervals from date of manufacturer. They must be mounted securely to the frame, seat frame, and/or roll cage. Shoulder belts must be mounted 1.5’’ to 4’’ below or above shoulder level, to keep the driver down in the event of a rollover. Seat belt to be anchored to the seat mount and/or roll cage at a 45-degree angle with reference to the floor of the car. Crotch strap to go through the seat and anchor behind the drivers chest line
12) Kill switch required within easy reach of driver (and or safety crew) must be clearly marked OFF and ON
13) Kill switch to be 3 pole style, wired to the distributor, security mounted. 
14) There is a 10 mph speed limit in the pits. Violation of this speed limit may result in a $10 fine and a loss of points for the day. 
15) Rules apply at all times vehicles are on the track. Any safety issues are at the discretion of tech officials. 

Truck Stock Rules
Rules revised on Jan 07/2025
FRAME: 
1) Any American OEM full body rear wheel drive ½ ton truck, 1973 or newer full frame.

2) Regular cab long box or supercab short box trucks only.
3) Minimum 125 inch wheelbase and Max length 144 inch, maximum 1 inch difference from side to side. 
4) Frame must match body – GM to GM, Ford to Ford, Dodge to Dodge – and wheelbase to wheelbase.
5) No objects may be welded on the vehicle, such as trailer hitches or any reinforcing. 
6) No 4 X 4 or all-wheel drive 
ROLL CAGE: 
1) Electrically welded only. 
2) Main cage must consist of continuous hoops minimum 1.75 inch O.D. tubing with a minimum wall thickness of 0.095 inch, low carbon or mild steel recommended. 
3) Four post cage required, front down bars and rear hoop must be welded to OEM frame, (should locate cage to cab of truck and cab of truck to frame).Two rear bars to back of box from outside top corners of roll cage to frame no further than one foot behind rear axle. One supporting halo bar required. 
4) Driver’s head must not protrude outside cage with helmet on. 
5) Rear hoop must have “X” brace, consisting of one full horizontal and one full diagonal bar, minimum 1.25 inch O.D. with 0.083 inch wall thickness. Must consist of one horizontal dash bar connecting the two down bars and one diagonal bar from top corner to opposing bottom corner. (Driver seat towards passenger floor back corner). 
6) Front down bars must be tied together; passenger side front down bars must be a maximum 11 inches in from top of door panel. 
7) All roll cage on super cab trucks to be no more than 6 inches behind the door post. 
8) No brazing or soldering allowed.
DOOR BARS: 
1) All door bars and uprights must be minimum 1.75 inch O.D. with 0.095 inch wall thickness. 
2) Minimum four door bars driver side and three bars passenger side, parallel to the ground, and perpendicular to driver. 
3) Minimum 4 uprights tied from frame to top door bar on driver side, and minimum 3 uprights on the passenger side. 
4) Front and rear bars considered as 2 of the 4 uprights, (door bar height spaced in relation to door panel/cab) 
5) Steel door plates, 18 gauge minimum thickness, to be securely welded to outside of door bars on driver’s side. Plates must cover area from top of door to rocker panels and fro, rear down post to 5 inches in front of driver seat. Must be visible for inspection.
6) Door plate can be full-size or sectioned, but must be securely welded on the outside of door bars. Can drill sufficient size holes for mounting roll bar padding.
7) No spot welding. 
BODY: 
1) All bodies must be unaltered OEM, or OEM replacements in OEM location and match frame, hand built panels allowed, to appear stock appearance, made of 22 gauge steel only. 
2) No ground effects or skirting altering OEM appearance. 
3) All flammable materials must be removed from interior of truck including plastic and insulation 
4) OEM steel hood only must be securely fastened with 4 hood pins hood mandatory on the race truck while on the race track. (Must be fastened minimum of 4 points) 
5) Hood must be separate from fenders. 
6) Front inner wheel wells may be removed; inner rear wheel wells and box floor must remain intact. 
7) No shortening of body panels. 
8) All glass must be removed, all windows must remain open. 
9) Maximum 7 inch metal sun visor allowed across top of windshield opening. 
10) All doors must be securely fastened. 
11) Fender and quarter panels may be trimmed for tire clearance ONLY. 
12) Stock tailgate must be welded or bolted shut 
13) No reflective body panels. 
14) All trim, headlights, markers lights, grill or any plastic and glass that could be lost or broken on the track is to be removed. 
15) No matching team paint jobs, without track approval. 
16) Numbers: 

a)  Numbers must be painted or vinyl on both sides of the truck and on the roof, (read from the right side) in a color offering district contrast to the color of the truck. 

b)  Numbers must be a minimum of 18 inches high and 3 inches wide, solid colored with mandatory border. 

c)  Numbers must be legible, subject to approval of head scorekeeper, failure to do so can result in loss of points. 

d)  No trick lettering on numbers. 

e)  Mandatory smaller numbers on front and rear to aid in line up. 

17) Mandatory running light in front of truck and the rear window will be required for the night racing. 

DRIVER COMPARTMENT: 
1) Minimum 3 windshield bars in front of the driver, and a mesh screen covering 2/3rd of the window to protect the driver from fly rocks and debris. 
2) Aluminum wrap around high back racing seat only, and must be securely bolted into the cage. 
3) Driver must be sealed off from track, driveline, engine, fuel cell and fuel line. 
4) Dash not to extend more than 24 inches back from center of lower windshield openings.
5) Dash must be flat, rear can be no higher than front, except for cowl in front of driver. 
6) All holes in firewall and floor must be covered with 22 gauge steel. 
7) Door may be gutted 
8) No other interior tin covers 
9) No cutting out of firewalls, roof, floors, kick panels, rocker panels, except for roll cage clearance. 
10) No mirrors of any kind. 
11) No loose objects will be allowed in the driver’s compartment.
FRONT SUSPENSION: 
1) All components and mounts must be steel, unaltered OEM, and match frame. 
2) OEM rubber A-frame bushings only. 
3) Upper A-frame mount must remain OEM and cannot be moved. 
4) Stock anti sway bars only on front end, with correct OEM stock size and location for that make, model and year of truck. 
5) Press-in lower ball joints may be tack welded. 
6) No aftermarket ball joints 
7) No spring spacer, chains or cables. 
STEERING: 
1) All components must be steel, unaltered OEM, in OEM location and match frame. 
2) OEM steering column may be replaced with collapsible steel steering shafts. 
3) Steel knuckles only. 
4) Mandatory Quick release – steering wheel and quick release may be aluminum. 
5) Center off steering wheel must be covered with energy absorbing material. 
6) No steering quickeners or remote power steering reservoirs. 
7) No Rack and pinion.
SHOCKS: 
1) One OEM unaltered steel, non-rebuildable, non- revalveable, with steel welded bearing shock per wheel. OEM shock or part no. Monroe SSF, SSC,SSE, Pro-W-bs, Afco 1200 or 1400, Bilstein 6100 Series. All other shocks must be pre-approved by race officials at race day. 
2) No coil over shocks, air shocks, remote reservoir shocks. 
3) No Schrader or bladder type valve allowed. 
4) No coil eliminators. 
SPRINGS: 
1) One steel spring per wheel only in OEM location. 
2) All coil springs must be a minimum 4.5 inches O.D. and non-progressive. 
3) Right and left coils must have stock OEM dimensions. 
REAR SUSPENSION: 
1) All components and mounts must be steel, unaltered, OEM and in OEM location and match the frame. 
2) Stock anti sway bars only on rear end, with correct OEM stock size for that year. 
3) OEM rubber leaf spring bushing only. 
4) No spring sliders. 
5) No independent rear suspension. 
6) No aftermarket panhard bars, spring spacers, chains or cables. 
7) Spring rubbers allowed. 
REAR ENDS: 
1) OEM or OEM replacement (recommended) solid steel axles only. 
2) 9 inch Ford rear ends allowed, but must be mounted like OEM rear end (centered) for that make and model. 
3) Wheel bolt pattern may be changed on axle. 
4) A one inch inspection hole in the housing required. 
5) No lighter ring gears, housings or carrier. 
6) No floating rear ends. 
7) No torque dividing differentials. 
8) Full spools or posi rear ends are allowed. 
9) OPTIONAL: Mini spools and welding of spider gears. 
10) Seals in axle tubs recommended. 
BUMPERS/RUB RAILS: 
1) Bumper must be approved OEM in OEM location, capped to fender with steel, welded or bolted (3/16 X 4 inch steel plate.) 
2) Bumpers may be reinforced from behind or inside body “NO” visible bracing. 
3) Rub bars will be permitted on the door pane, are to be between front and rear wheels.

4) Left hand side and right hand side bar may be mounted parallel or with a slight angle to the chassis. Approximately half way up the door, no sharp edges allowed on bumpers, rub bars, or bolts and must remain flush with the body of the truck. 
5) No other bars allowed on the outside edge of the body. 
6) Mandatory – tow hooks, straps or chains must be mounted to frame both LHS and RHS in the front and one in the rear of the truck. 
TIRES: 
1) We remind you that we are looking at the cost factor of this division and the longevity of the tire wear. 
2) Tires will be branded DOT radial or approved bias 15 inch tires, it is not recommended to mix bias and radial tires on a vehicle,. 
3) 255/60R15 maximum tire size allowed. 
4) The only bias DOT tires from Wissot orAmerican Racer allowed is the G-60-15(4) 
5) The only bias tires from Hoosier are the G60 36020 or 36019 tires. 
6) No snow or all terrain tires. 
7) No softening, tire studs, conditioning, siping, grinding or grooving of tires. 
WHEELS: 
1) The wheels of the truck must be steel DOT rims. 2,3,4 inches back spacing allowed, with a maximum rim width allowed of 8 inches (15 X 8) 
2) All 4 wheels to have 1 inch wheel nuts only. 
3) Tire rule subject to changes and review throughout the season and at the end of each season. 
4) Information and data will be collected on the tires throughout the season.
5) Must see at least 3 full thread of stud when wheel and nuts are mounted on vehicle. 
6) No racing light weight wheels, aluminum or magnesium wheels allowed. 
7) Bead locks are allowed on right side of truck only. 
8) Minimum weight of 21 lbs. 
BRAKES: 
1) Steel, unaltered OEM, or unaltered OEM replacement, operative 4 wheels, disc (front) and drum (rear) brakes allowed. 
2) Must match frame or rear end. 
3) Full OEM backing plates, no aftermarket brakes. 
4) Master cylinder must be in OEM location. 
5) No antilock brake systems.
6) No aftermarket brake pedals assemblies, brake shut off or bias adjuster. 
7) Steel brake lines only, must be visible. 
8) OEM diameter caliper piston only. 
9) Vented rotors only, no scalloped or ceramic coated rotors, measuring no less than minimum thickness. 
10) No floating brakes. 
EXHAUST: 
1) Exhaust systems must be mounted in such a way as to direct gasses away from the cockpit and away from areas of possible fuel spillage (behind the driver and towards the ground) 
2) Exhaust pipes from the manifold cannot exceed 3inches O.D. in size and can run a maximum of 3 inches O.D. throughout the truck to back of cab. 
3) No exhaust sensors. 
4) Header allowed, 1 5/8th inch O.D. to a max of 3inch collector and no overs headers allowed. 
5) No internal porting, polishing, grinding of any kind on exhaust manifolds. 
6) Muffler noise at most tracks is 95 DBA @ 100 feet. 
7) Zoomies will be allowed. 
FUEL SYSTEM: 
1) Mechanical OEM type push rod fuel pumps only or electric fuel pumps are allowed however they must have a murphy switches. All lines from fuel pump to carburetor must be in steel line, when necessary lines also insulated for heat protection. 
2) Racing fuel cell required with a maximum 22 gallon must be in minimum 20 gauge steel container. Must be securely fastened in the box of the truck, must be mounted between the rear wheel wells, not to be further back then the rear side of the wells, not to be moved forward that the drive shaft could lift up and hit it. With 2 solid steel straps around entire cell, 2 inches wide and minimum 0.125 inch thick.
3) Fuel cell should be on top of box bed and not recess into the box. One small hole maximum 6 inch by 6 inch for drainage of fuel spillage, with clearance to rinse underneath fuel cell, Key: drainage holes. All cell mount must be steel, securely mounted with plates under the box, no washers. No adjustable fuel cell mounts. Fuel cell vents, including cap vent, must have check valve. If fuel cell does not aircraft style positive seal filler neck cap system – a ball type filler rollover valve is required. A fuel cell over flow hose must go 2 inches below the box bed, and fastened at the bottom of the cell, even if rollover valve is in place. No fuel lines or filters may be routed inside the cab unless sealed in steel pipe or conduit. All fuel lines must be metal or braided steel flex line. 
4) One fuel filter only. 
5) No cool cans. 
6) No top flow air cleaner housings, cold air boxes or air cleaner duct work. 
7) No fuel injection, propane or natural gas. 
FUEL: 
1) Pumped Gasoline only, No E85, premium allowed. 
2) No racing fuel. 
3) No performance enhancing or scented additives. 
4) Fuel must pass both dielectric meter and chemical tests. 
WEIGHT: 
1) Truck must weigh a minimum of 3500 lbs. with driver. 
2) No titanium, magnesium or carbon fiber products. 
3) No gun-drilled, tubular, hollow bolts or studs. 
4) Steel fasteners only. 
5) Ballast weigh rule: weight that is needed to be added and location to meet minimum 3500 pounds must be approved by tech/race facility. This is the only added weight rule. 
BATTERY/STARTER: 
1) One 12 volt passenger car battery only, must be securely mounted above the frame rails, (1) and positive terminal must be covered. 
2) Battery must be in Marine type case and located directly behind the cab of the truck. Preferred on right side of box.
3) One strap over the battery required. 
4) Starter must be in OEM location. 
5) Truck must have capability of starting without being pushed or pulled, and leave the staging area on demand, unaided. 
6) All cables should be protected from heat damage, and shorting out due to cable wearing.

7) Master safety switch is talked about in rule 1. Safety Equipment. 
GAUGES/ELECTRONICS: 
1) No unapproved cameras, transmitting or listing devices allowed in the truck or in the pits by the crew. 
2) No timing retard controls or digital gauge (including tack). 
3) No electronic monitoring computer devices capable of storing or transmitting information except analog tach.
4) No ignition control boxes. OEM ignition only. 
5) All ignition rotors, caps, coils and modules must remain OEM-type. 
6) No electronic traction control devices. 
7) Approved cameras must be mounted inside driver’s compartment only, away from driver and danger to that driver. 
8) No wiring can be used other than for OEM stock purposes. 
9) Race receiver will be mandatory for this division, may be rented or purchase. 
TRANSMISSION/DRIVE SHAFT:
1) All forward and reverse gears must be operational, plus a neutral position. 
2) With engine running and car in still position, driver must be able to engage car in gear and move forward, then backward. 
3) Only OEM production transmissions allowed. 
4) No “in and out” boxes or quick change devices allowed. 
5) One steel OEM style/size flywheel or steel OEM style/size flex plate allowed must be bolted directly to end of crankshaft. 
6) Steel drive shafts (minimum 2.5 inch diameter) and slip yokes only. 
7) Drive shafts must be painted white and have the truck number on it. 
8) 360 – degree driveshaft loop required and must be constructed of minimum 0.25 inch by 2 inch solid steel, or 1 inch tubing, mounted 6 inches back from front U-joint. 
9) MANUAL: 
a) Must be unaltered OEM stock to make and model of truck, 3 or 4 speeds, with minimum 10.5 inch steel/organic single disc-type clutch and steel pressure plate assembly inside an explosion proof steel bell housing. 
b) Must have approved scatter shield constructed of minimum 0.125 inch by 4 inch steel. 
c) No multiple disc assemblies. 
d) Transmission, clutch and fly wheel must be stock steel unit only. 
e) No turned drilled, aluminum or special speed equipment fly wheel permitted. 
f) No lightweight bell housing. 
g) Steel unaltered flywheel only, no aluminum flywheel. 
h) Manual transmissions must have all forward and reverse gears as originally produced for that specific truck engine combination. 
i) No internal/external lightening of transmission. 
j) No ram clutches. 
10) AUTOMATIC: 
a) Must be unaltered OEM, with OEM pump, original bell housing and minimum 11 inch diameter torque convertor containing a minimum of 3 quarts of fluid. 
b) Stock torque convertor must be retained, in stock working order with operational internal parts. 
c) No splined drive flange coupler allowed. 
d) No manual bump starts allowed. 
e) Flex plate must be full, unaltered OEM or OEM replacement. 
f) Must be unaltered, two or three speed, OEM production case with a functioning OEM appearing pump. 
g) Original OEM bell housing must have approved scatter shield constructed of minimum 0.125 inch by 4 inch steel, 270 degrees around flex plate. 
h) Only external lines allowed are for transmission cooler. 
i) Must be OEM 3 or 2 speed trans only. 
ENGINE COMPARTMENT:
1) Engine must be in OEM location or moved forward. 
2) Engine mounts holes cannot be removed or altered on block. After market steel engine mounts allowed. 
3) RADIATORS: 
a) Radiators must be in stock location and minimum 2-core radiator; overflow must be directed to the ground. 
b) Only one radiator per truck. 
c) Aftermarket aluminum radiators allowed but no double/triple bypass racing radiators allowed. 
d) Safety accessory cooling device allowed. 
e) You may install radiator protection no longer than 2 inch O.D. standard pipe or tubing. 1/8 inch wall thickness. 
f) Braces to be attached to frame forward of upper “A” frame and not forward of bumper. 
4) TRANSMISSION COOLER OPTION:
a) All transmission cooler to be located in the engine compartment or on the box floor of the truck located in a manner in which any driver’s will not get sprayed. 
b) All lines should be steel or in steel conduct. 
c) Electric fans allowed on transmission coolers. 
ENGINE SPECIFICATIONS: 
1) Maximum engine size range from the Chevy 350, to the Dodge 360, and Ford 351. 
2) Maximum over bore .060 
3) No GM bowtie, Ford SVO or Chrysler W components allowed. 
4) Engine must remain in stock location. 
5) A tie down strap or chain must be used to secure the engine to frame rail. 
6) Completely stock or stock replacement flat top piston, retainer and valves only. 
7) Any stock OEM timing chain allowed. 
8) Stock OEM or oval oil pans only, with a 1 inch inspection plug.
9) Oil pans to be checked each season. 
10) Engine must be able pull 15 inch of vacuum at idle (800-900rpm). All trucks will be tested for this. 
11) OEM or OEM replacement steel crankshaft only – cannot be lightened (no arrowing, bullnose, knife edge, undercut or drilling of second or third rod throws allowed) or windage trays. 
12) OEM or OEM replacement steel rods only – GM 5.7. Cap screws allowed. 
13) Conventional flat tappet cam/lifters only, cannot alter lifter bores. 
14) OEM firing order cannot be changed (GM: 1-8-4-3-6-5-7-2). 
15) Cam shaft must be hydraulic with maximum lift .450 and Maximum duration of 280 degrees. 
16) No: Aluminum heads, intakes, flywheels, or blocks. 
17) Vortex heads allowed with cast iron intake. 
18) No: porting, polishing, match porting, grinding of any kind on heads, or intakes. 
19) No single valve relief piston. 
20) No: Inter marriage of crank shafts to change stoke, no stokers or Chevy angle plug heads & 1.6.1 rocker, or roller tip rockers are not allowed. 
21) No: mushroom step lifters, must be able to remove lifter from top of gallery at any time. 
22) No: variable lifters, hi intensity hydraulic lifters, or racing style of lifters allowed. (Spot checks will be done each season; you may want to carry extra gaskets) 
23) No: dry sump systems, no racing enhancement oil pan (windage/or knives) or adaptors. 
24) No: compression ratio over 10 to 1. 
25) Aspirations: Carburetion is any stock OEM truck 2 or 4 barrel carburetor on stock truck 2 or 4 barrel cast iron manifold. 600cfm carbs allowed, Holley, Edelbrock, and adapter plates allowed. 2 barrel carbs on 2 barrel manifolds & 4 barrel carbs on 4 barrel manifolds. Air cleaner should be stock style 2 or 4 barrel, may remove snorkel and excess metal, may use foam pre filter around outside. No open top filters. 
26) One filter only and must fit original air cleaner housing. 
27) Truck must have air cleaner on, when on the track (acts as a flame arrester). 
28) No: performance enhancing air cleaners, adapters or cold air injection or induction systems. 
29) No cutting of hood for air cleaner of air enhancement. 
30) No turbo chargers, or super charger or NOS. 
LS BASED ENGINE OPTION

On a trial basis for 2025, LS based engines will be permitted with the following guidelines:

1) GM years 1999-2007

2) 5.3 iron block with OEM dish pistons or 4.8 block with OEM flat top pistons

3) Bottom end must remain stock

4) Maximum compression of 9.5:1

5) Must retain stock truck camshaft, 

a. Duration @ .050, intake 1.91, exhaust 1.90

b. Valve lift: Intake 0.457, Exhaust 0.466

c. Separation angle of 144 degrees

6) 862/706 stock OEM aluminum truck heads

a. No porting or polishing 

b. No gasket matching 

c. Rocker arms – stock 1.7 ratio

d. Valve springs – Stock OEM or stock replacement

7) 6014 MSD (no MAP sensors or timing advancers) 

8) Coils must be factory replacement (square or round) 

9) Unaltered 2bbl 500cfm carbs allowed (4412 holley or Rochester) 

10) Maximum 1 inch adapter plate

11) Stock OEM truck manifolds

12) Maximum 9psi electric fuel pump 

a. Must be connected to an oil pressure or inertia switch

As the LS package is new to the class, the track will revisit this rules package and assess it’s viability on an ongoing basis. 
TEAR DOWN RULE:
1)  $500 tear down, must be done within 10 mins of feature race, contesting vehicle must finish on lead lap. 
2) If vehicle is found cheating the person doing protest will receive his money back. If found not cheating the protestor person loses his $500.00 and $500.00 is given to tore down car. 
3) The track retains the cheating parts.
EIRI (Except in rare instances) Decisions of officials are final and binding without exception. In some cases, track safety rules may take precedence over rules – any discrepancy between officials and track rules should be brought to the attention to of the owner. (OEM also includes stock aftermarket replacement parts as approved by Tech). Hobby Stock Rules

(Updated January 7, 2025) 
FRAME:

1) Any American made OEM full body rear wheel drive passenger car, 1964 or newer, full frame or unibody. Frame must match body

2) Minimum 107.5 in. wheelbase, maximum one inch difference from side to side. Rear of frame behind rear tires, no further forward than one inch behind factory seam, may be replaced in OEM location with two inch by three inch steel tubing with minimum 0.083 inch wall thickness, same length as material removed. Factory seam must remain visible. Unibodies must tie rear frame to front frame. Frames may be “X” braced. No Mustangs.

ROLL CAGE:

1) Main roll cage must consist of continuous hoops, minimum 1.75 inch O.D. tubing, with wall thickness of at least 0.095 inch. Recommended: low carbon or mild steel

2) Four post cage required, front door bars and rear hoop must be welded to OEM frame. Drivers head must not protrude outside cage with helmet on.

3) Rear hoop must have “X” brace, consisting of one full horizontal and one full diagonal bar, minimum 1.25 inch O.D. with 0.083 inch wall thickness

4) Front down bars must be tied together; passenger side front down bars must be maximum 11 inches in from top of door. Must be minimum 40 inches between outside edge of front and rear down bars at top door panel. Maximum 41 inches from top center of windshield to front edge of rear hoop: maximum 13 inches to front edge of top halo. Top halo must be minimum 40 inches across, outside to outside. Rear hoop may be maximum 12 inches in from bottom of opera window. Minimum one cross bar in top of halo. May have maximum of two horizontal bars, (in addition to bar tying front frame horns together) for radiator protection: must be behind bumper, within confines of body, no wider than OEM frame horns.

5) Rear kickers (down bars) and engine hoop required, and must be minimum 1.25 inch tubing with 0.083 inch wall thickness.

6) Fuel cell protection required, must be mounted frame rail to frame rail, no higher than fuel cell, inside truck area with maximum 1.75 inch) O.D. tubing. All bars must be inside body.

DOOR BARS
1) All door bars and uprights must be minimum 1.75 inch O.D. with 0.095 inch wall thickness. Minimum three door bars, parallel to ground, and perpendicular to driver. Minimum four uprights tied from frame to top door bar on driver side, and minimum three uprights on passenger side. Steel door plates, 18 gauge or 0.049 inch minimum thickness, must be securely welded to outside of door bars on drivers side. Plate must cover area from top door bar to rocker panel and from rear down post to five inches in front of seat. Must be visible for inspection.

BODY:

1) All bodies must be approved unaltered OEM, or OEM replacement, in OEM location and match frame. Maximum 31 inches from back of engine block to front of GM metric roof. Front body mounts must be visible.

2) Sunroofs and T-tops must be enclosed. OEM appearing aftermarket fibreglass roof and A-pillars, Shell Valley part #F1015-81-88MCRW, allowed: B and C-pillars must remain OEM dimensions.

3) OEM appearing aftermarket plastic nosepieces allowed (must match body on GM metric car), minimum 9 inch ground clearance.

4) OEM appearing aftermarket plastic tailpiece allowed (recommended to match body). Tailpiece must be trimmed for unaltered trunk lid. No metal fabricated rear tailpiece

5) All bodies panels may be gutted, including fenders, doors, hood, roof and quarters, but must remain original size. No spoilers, hood scoops, ground effects or skirting altering OEM appearance allowed.

6) OEM steel hoods only, maximum three inch bow. Hood must be security fastened and back of hood must be sealed off from driver’s compartment with metal. Hood must be separate from fenders.

7) OEM steel unaltered trunk lid only, no gutting. Hood and trunk must be securely fastened. Front and rear inner wells may be removed. Trunk floor may be replaced, frame to rail to frame rail, with 0.049 inch thick steel, must be located on top of frame rail. Overlapping of body panels permitted.

8) All glass must be removed, all windows in body must remain open: maximum seven inch sun visor allowed across top of windshield opening.

9) All doors must be securely fastened.

10) Fenders and quarter panels may be trimmed for tire clearance.

11) Car numbers must be minimum four inches thick and 20 inches tall and clearly visible, on both sides and roof of car; six inches tall on front and rear.

12) No Station Wagons, or Mustangs.

DRIVERS COMPARTMENT:

1) Minimum three windshield bars in front of driver.

2) Aluminum high back seat only and must be bolted using minimum 0.375 inch bolts. Driver seat may be further back then rear edge of B-pillar. Driver must be sealed off from track, driveline, engine and fuel cell.

3) Dash must be flat, rear can be no higher than front, except for cowl in front of driver. No other interior tin or covers. Kick and rocker panels may be removed.

4) Front OEM firewall may be replaced using steel fabricated full firewall, 18 gauge or minimum 0.049 inch thickness. Front firewall may be no further back then the rear of oval frame hole, must be vertical and 24-26 inches tall. All holes in firewalls and floor must be covered.

5) OEM floor may be replaced from OEM front firewall to OEM rear firewall using steel fabricated floor pan, 18 gauge or 0.049 inch thickness, securely welded to frame. Must remain flat, OEM appearing from frame rail to frame rail, no higher or lower than frame rail. Exception is maximum eight inch tall driveshaft tunnel similar to OEM tunnel in size

6) Rear firewall and speaker deck must be metal and be of OEM design for that make and model. Firewall must extend to body.
FRONT SUSPENSION:

1) All components and mounts must be steel, unaltered OEM, in OEM location and match frame.

2) OEM or OEM replacement ball joints allowed. No screw-in or rebuildable ball joints. No sway bars, spring spacers, chains or cables. Exceptions are: for 1978-1987 GM mid-sized metric frame, OEM upper A-frame may be replaced using aftermarket upper A-frame(steel or aluminum cross shaft allowed) must display “IMCA approved” decal on top of rear tube of A-frame.

3) Upper A-frame mount must remain OEM and cannot be moved.

4) No suspension stops of any kind allowed.

STEERING:

1) All components must be steel unaltered OEM, in OEM location and match frame. Exceptions are: tie rod adjusting sleeve may be replaced with 5 inch steel tube; replacement spindle with Speedway Motors raised cast – part number 91034501 (metric frame only); bolt on spindle savers allowed;

2) OEM steering column may be replaced with steel knuckles and steel steering shafts (collapsible recommended), steering wheel and quick release (required) may be aluminum.

SHOCKS:

1) One unaltered, nonadjustable, OEM-mount shock, in OEM location, per wheel. All shocks must completely collapse at any time. No external or internal bumpers or stops. No bulb-type threaded body, coil-over, air, or remote reservoir shocks. Maximum 2.125 OD shock body. No gas port, Schrader or bladder type valve allowed. No coil over eliminators. Rear OEM shock location is 4.5 inches from bottom of housing to center of bolt hole, and centered on control arm bracket.

SPRINGS:

1) One steel closed end spring per wheel only in OEM location. Minimum 4.5 inches O.D., maximum 14 inch free height, non-progressive coil springs only. No spring rubbers allowed.

REAR SUSPENSION:

1) All components and mounts must be steel, unaltered OEM or OEM replacement, in OEM location and match frame. OEM rubber control arm bushings only. Center of rear lower control arm bolt hole must be 2.35 to 2.5 inches from bottom of housing.

2) No independent rear suspension. No sway bars, panhard bars, spring spacers, extensions, chains or cables. No suspension stops of any kind allowed.

REAR END:

1) Approved OEM housing and carrier only. No floater rear ends. OEM, or OEM replacement (recommended) solid steel axles only. Nine inch Ford rear end allowed, but must be mounted like OEM rear end (centered) for that make and model. One inch inspection hole in housing required. Ring gear, pinion, center section and yoke cannot be lightened. Welded spider gears or mini spools only. No scalloped ring gears, cambered rear ends, heavyweight axle tubes (max .250” wall) or housing braces.

2) Steel or aluminum u-joint caps allowed.
BUMPERS/RUB RAILS:

1) Maximum one inch wide by two inch tall steel or Lexan rub rails allowed bolted flush to body.

2) Front and rear tow hooks or straps mandatory.

3) All front bumpers must be mounted minimum six inches from front frame horn. Steel bumper mounts only. No sharp edges allowed on bumpers, rub rails or bolts.

4) One of two bumper options must be used and must be OEM height; OEM; Bumpers not covered by plastic nose or tail piece must be complete, unaltered OEM, capped to fender with steel, welded or bolted. Fabricated tubular bumpers (front and rear) allowed, must be covered by plastic nose or tail piece and bent to fit rounded ends. Main bumper bar must be minimum 1.5 inch O.D. (maximum two inch) with 0.083 inch (maximum 0.125 inch) wall thickness.

TIRES/WHEELS:

1) Unaltered OEM 205/75, 15 inch passenger car tires only. All four tires and wheels must be same size. Tires must be inside body. No racing, snow, or all-terrain tires. No softening, conditioning, siping/grinding or grooving. Maximum seven inch wide, three to 4 inch offset, unaltered, D.O.T. stamped steel wheels with standard bead bump – must weigh minimum 21pounds.

2) No bolt on wheel spacers or bleeder valves.

3) One inch O.D. steel lug nuts required.

4) Track will grandfather in use of Hoosier G60, American racer G60,or American Racer Wissota tires with 8 inch steel wheels for a 2 year period. Existing tires at the start of the 2025 season must be stamped for use. Cars with race tires still must meet 3200 pound minimum after the race with driver.

BRAKES:

1) Steel, unaltered OEM, or unaltered OEM replacement, operative four wheel, must match frame or rear end. Full OEM backing plates, no aftermarket.

2) OEM or OEM appearing master cylinder must be in OEM location.

3) No antilock brake systems.

4) No aftermarket brake pedal assemblies, brake shut-off or bias adjuster.

5) Steel brake lines only, must be visible.

6) No oil bath front hubs.

7) Hubs/rotors, axle flanges and drums may be changed to different bolt pattern and larger studs.

EXHAUST:

1) OEM cast iron exhaust manifolds or cast iron replacement manifolds only. No center dump type manifolds. Exhaust manifold can be ported and drilled to fit.

2) No adaptor allowed between manifold and head.

3) Exhaust must extend past firewall and turn toward ground. Must remain dual exhaust, no crossover or “Y” pipes.
4) Maximum 2 inch exhaust line
5) No pan evac systems, exhaust sensors, coatings or wrap.

6) Sealed Crate engines may use Schoenfeld Header part no. 1485-cm2-22 or OEM exhaust manifold with maximum 2.25 inch diameter exhaust pipe. Open engines may use Schoenfeld header part no. 1485-20 or OEM exhaust manifold with 2 inch diameter exhaust pipe. Unaltered painted header only. 
FUEL SYSTEM:

1) Racing fuel cell required, maximum 22 gallon capacity (Recommended: 12 gallon), must be in minimum 20 gauge steel container. Must be securely fastened in trunk above level of OEM trunk floor, behind rear tires, no further than factory seam where rear frame rail can be replaced, with minimum one inch square tubing or solid steel straps around entire cell, two inches wide and .125 inch thick. No fuel cell allowed over rear end housing. Metal firewall must be between driver and fuel cell.

2) All cell mounts must be steel, securely welded to frame/cage. No adjustable fuel cell mounts. Fuel cell vents, including cap vent, must have check valves.

3) If fuel cell does not have aircraft style positive seal filler neck/cap system – a flapper, spring or ball type filler rollover valve is required.

4) Fuel lines through driver compartment must run through metal pipe or metal conduit.

5) One fuel filter allowed, cannot be in driver’s compartment. No cool cans.

6) Air cleaner top/stud cannot direct air into carburetor. No top flow air cleaner housings, cold sir boxes or air cleaner ductwork.

7) Mechanical OEM type push rod fuel pumps only. No fuel pressure regulators. Fuel shutoff recommended.

8) Maximum 2bbl 500cfm carburetor.
9) No boring or machining on ANY allowed carburetors. Must be within factory specs upon inspection. 

FUEL:

1) Gasoline only. Racing fuel allowed. No E85. No performance enhancing or scented additives. Fuel must pass both dielectric meter and chemical tests.

WEIGHT:

1) No ballast allowed. (Unless using G60 tire rule). Ballast must be centered over rear end. Any item deemed as ballast will be required to be replaced – fuel cell straps, fuel cell cans, battery boxes, etc. No titanium, magnesium, carbon fiber or tungsten products. No gun-drilled tubular, hollow bolts or studs. Steel fasteners only.

BATTERY/STARTER:

1) One 12 volt battery only. Must be securely mounted between and above frame rails, and positive terminal must be covered. Battery must be in Marine type case if mounted in driver’s compartment.

2) Starter must bolt in OEM location. Car must have capability of starting without being pushed or pulled.

3) Car must leave initial staging area on demand, unaided, or go to rear of that race.
GAUGES/ELECTRONICS:

1) No cell phones, unapproved cameras, transmitting or listening devices (exception is one-way Race receiver radio by officials), timing retard control, or digital gauges (including tach).
2) No electronic monitoring computer devices capable of storing or transmitting information      except memory recall analog tach.

3) 12 volt ignition system and HEI distributor only. Ford/Chrysler may use HEI distributor.

4) No billet distributors or crank triggers.

5) Ignition rotor, cap, coil and module must remain OEM appearing. No ignition boxes.

6) All wiring must be visible for inspection.

7) OEM type alternator with internal regulator allowed. No electronic traction control devices.

TRANSMISSION/DRIVE SHAFT:

1) All forward and reverse gears must be operational.

2) Manual: Must be unaltered OEM three or four speed, with 10.5-inch steel/organic single disctype clutch and steel pressure plate assembly inside an explosion-proof steel bellhousing – minimum 270 degrees around top of clutch and flywheel area. No light weight bellhousings.

3) Hydraulic clutch release bearing allowed.

4) Steel unaltered flywheel only – 16 pound minimum.

5) Automatic: Must be unaltered OEM, with unaltered OEM pump. Aluminum OEM bellhousing may be replaced with aftermarket explosion-proof steel or aluminum bellhousing.

6) Minimum 10-inch diameter torque converter containing a minimum of three quarts of fluid - $150 fine if illegal.

7) Must have approved scatter shield constructed of minimum 0.125 inch by three inch steel, 270 degrees around flexplate.

8) Flexplate must be full, unaltered OEM, or OEM replacement.

9) No bump starts allowed.

10) Drive shaft: Steel drive shaft (minimum 2.5 inch diameter) and slip yoke only. Drive shaft must be painted white.

11) 360 – Degree driveshaft loop required and must be constructed of minimum 0.25 inch by two inch solid steel, or one inch tubing, mounted six inches back from u-joint.

ENGINE COMPARTMENT:

1) Engine must be in OEM location. On GM metric frame, center of fuel pump must be located minimum 1.75 inches in front of cross member (measured at frame). Ford metric frames must have back of fuel pump in front of cross member.

2) Frame and cross member may not be altered for engine placement. Engine mount holes cannot be removed or altered on block.

3) Aftermarket steel engine mounts allowed. No mid plates allowed.

4) Engine must be OEM appearing, must be able to be used in conventional passenger car without alteration. GM with GM, Ford with Ford, Chrysler with Chrysler.

5) Minimum two core radiator must be mounted in front of engine. Overflow tubes must be

            directed to ground.

6) (2) Steel or aluminum v-belt pulleys only.

7) No electric fans, surge tanks or vacuum pumps.
ENGINE OPTIONS AND SPECIFICATIONS:

1) CRATE ENGINE: Must be unaltered sealed GM 602 crate engine. All GM 602 Crate engines withChevy logo cap seals must have IMCA Cable-lok seals. Upon inspection, any different, altered or missing GM seal bolts will result in automatic penalty GM seal bolt exception is IMCA approved and issues Cable-lok repair system, and oil pan replaced by IMCA certified repair center with IMCA approved Champ pan and pick-up, or Kevko pan #1087NRHw/ISP or IMCA87 and Kevko pick-up #1003-13/4

2) OPTION ENGINE: Any American make engine allowed. Block: OEM steel passenger vehicle production block only. No GM Bowtie, Ford SVO or Chrysler W components allowed. GM approved block numbers are 10105123, 10066034, 3892657, 3914660, 3914678, 3932388, 3956618, 3970000, 3970006, 3970010, 10066033, 10066036, 10243880, 14010207, 14010209, 14010287, 14016376, 14016379, 10054727, 14088528, 14088548, 14088552, 14093638, 14101148. Stroke must match block. No 400 or larger cubic inch parts allowed. Maximum 361cubic inches (GM); 363 (Ford); 370 (Chrysler).

3) Violation of cubic inch limit must be verified by removal of head and will result in

            disqualification, loss of all points for the season, $1000.00 fine and a 30-day suspension.

4) Maximum compression ratio is nine to one, no tolerance. Compression ratio checked using Whistler and cubic inches checked using pump, or by visual inspection of part and/or casting numbers, pistons, etc. (track option which method is used).

5) Flat top or dish pistons only, no gas ported pistons

6) OEM or OEM replacement steel crankshaft only – cannot be lightened. No arrowing, bullnose, knife edge, undercut or drilling of second or third rod throws.

7) OEM or OEM cast appearing replacement steel rods only – GM 5.7 inch, 6 inch or GM Vortec rod part number 10108688 allowed.

8) Cap screw allowed. No splayed main caps.

9) Conventional flat tappet cam and lifters only, cannot alter lifter bores.

10) OEM firing order cannot be changed (GM 1-8-4-3-6-5-7-2)

11) Wet sump oiling system only. May use oil restrictors

12) Steel oil pans only. Racing oil pans allowed. Mandatory one inch inspection hole in all pans – no obstructions to crank and rods.

13) Accumulator allowed must be mounted under hood.

14) CYLINDER HEADS: Steel only. Must be unaltered approved and minimum 76 cc combustion chamber (GM). Only GM approved head numbers: 14079267, 3986336, 39886339, 3986339X, 3986388, 3932441, 376445, 3928454, 3876487, 3973487, 3973487X, 3973493, 3951598, 468642, 330862, 333882, 3998920, 3998991, 3998993, 3998997, 3970126, 10239906, 12558062 . Maximum size valves on these heads are 2.02 inch intake and 1.60 inch exhaust.

15) May use Stock Replacement (SR) cylinder heads. Engine Quest (EQ) part number CH350I, DartSpeedway Motors part number 91624360, (EQ) Chrysler part #CH318B, World Products Ford part #53030 – 1.25 inch (+ .015 tolerance ) maximum O.D. valve springs. All SR heads must remain as produced, seat angles and valve sizes can not be changed: three angle valve job only (absolutely no casting removal in valve pocket of EQ, Dart or World Products head, for any reason ):

16) Ford – no SVO heads; Chrysler – no W-2 heads, 360 cubic inch heads only.

17) No porting, polishing or unapproved alternations allowed to any cylinder head or intake,

            disqualification and $250. Fine if illegal.

18) Guide plates, screw-in shouldered studs (GM 0.375 inch max) and polylocks allowed. No studgirdles.

19) Steel roller rocker arms allowed. GM – 1.250 inch (+ .015 tolerance) maximum O.D. valve spring with magnetic steel retainer and maximum 5/16 inch pushrods, no beehive valve springs allowed.

20) INTAKE: Unaltered, approved OEM cast iron, low rise, two barrel intake.

21) Only unaltered ( no porting or polishing) aftermarket aluminum intakes allowed are: Weiand GM #7547, #7547-1: Ford #7515, #8023 or #7516; Chrysler #8022; Edelbrock GM #2701; Ford #7121, #7181; Chrysler #2176. May use unaltered intake from 602 crate.
22) No cooling lines allowed.

23) Unaltered OEM type harmonic balancer only.

24) OEM type steel or aluminum water pumps only.

a. Must be connected to an oil pressure or inertia switch

EXCEPT IN RARE INSTANCES (EIRI)

            Decisions of officials are final and binding without exception. Any rules violation will result in no points or payout until fixed unless it’s a safety concern then car will be parked.

STREET STOCK RULES

Revised January 7, 2025
BODY:

1) All cars are to be made from North American made automobiles. All cars must have a complete steel body (including a hood) at the beginning of each race program, pieces may only be removed due to car damage.
2) All cars must remain stock unless specified by the rules. Stock or stock appearing body panels must be used,
3) OEM or aftermarket plastic noses and tail pieces allowed.
4) Wheelbase must remain stock All cars are to have a minimum of 108” wheelbase.
5) Ground clearance minimum 4 inches
6) Body panels may be gutted, including fenders, doors, hood, roof, quarters and trunk, but must remain original size. 
7) OEM or aluminum aftermarket replacement hood allowed. Hood must have factory feature lines, be separate from fender, in OEM location, with rear sealed off from drivers compartment with metal. 
8) Maximum 7 inch metal sun visor may be added to top of windshield opening. Wheel wells may be trimmed for tire clearance. 
9) Rocker shirt/flare allowed between tires only. 
10) No spoilers, hood scoops or reflective body parts.
11) Car Bodies are to be neatly painted.
12) Car Numbers must be minimum four inches thick and 20 inches tall and clearly visible, on both sides, top, back and front.
13) Bumpers/Rub Rails: Maximum one inch wide by 2 inch tall steel or lexan rub rails allowed – bolte flush to body. 
14) Front and rear tow hooks mandatory. 
15) All front bumpers must be mounted minimum 6 inches from front frame horns. Steel bumper mounts only. No sharp edges allowed on bumpers, rub rails or bolts. One of two bumpers options must be used and must be OEM height: OEM bumpers not covered by plastic nose or tailpiece must be complete, unaltered OEM, capped to fender with steel, welded or bolted. 
16) No bars past edge of body other than rub rails. Aftermarket; fabricated tubular bumpers allowed, but must be covered by plastic nose or tailpiece and bent to fit with rounded ends. Front bumper bar must be minimum 1.5 inch OD (max. 2in) with 0.083 inch (max. 0.125 in.) wall thickness. Rear bumper must be minimum 1.75 inch OD with 0.120 inch wall thickness.

WEIGHT:

1) Minimum weight limit of 2950 pounds, after race with driver in car. No tolerance. No weights and/or loose objects in driver compartment or outside body and must be visible. Weights must be securely mounted to frame or roll cage and painted white with car number on it. Must be attached with at least two 0.5 inch bolts. No titanium, magnesium or carbon fiber products. No gun drilled, tubular, hollow bolts or studs. Steel fasteners only.

BATTERIES:

1) One 12 volt battery only. Must be security mounted between frame rails, and positive terminal must be covered. Battery must be in marine type case if mounted in drivers compartment.

STARTER: 

1) Must bolt in OEM location. Car must have capability of starting without being pushed or pulled. Car must leave initial staging area on demand, unaided, or go to rear of that race.

ROLLCAGE CONSTRUCTION

1) Main cage must consist of continuous hoops, minimum 1.75inch OD tubing, with a minimum wall thickness of 0.095 inch, low carbon or mild steel recommended. 
2) Four post roll cage required, front down bars and rear hoop must be welded to OEM frame. 
3) Drivers head must not protrude outside cage with helmet on. 
4) Rear hoop must have “X” brace, consisting of one full horizontal and one full diagonal bar, minimum 1.25 inch O.D. with 0.083 inch wall thickness. Front down bars must be tie together, passenger side front down bars must be maximum 11inches in from top of door. Must be minimum 40 inches between outside edge of front and rear down bars at top of door panel. Maximum 41inches (48 inches for 1988 to present GM bodies) from top center of windshield to front edge of rear hoop. Maximum 13 inches(20 inches for 1988 to present GM bodies) to front edge of top halo. Top halo must be minimum 40 inches across, outside to outside. Rear hoop may be maximum 12 inches in from bottom of opera window. 
5) Minimum one cross bar in top halo. May have maximum two horizontal bars, (in addition to bar tying front frame horns together).
6) Radiator protection must be behind bumper, within confines of body, no wider than stock frame horns.
7) Required rear kickers(down bars) and engine hoop must be minimum 1.25 inch OD tubing, with 0.083 inch wall thickness.
8) Fuel Cell Protection required, must be mounted frame rail to frame rail, no higher than fuel cell, inside trunk area with maximum 1.75 inch OD tubing. All bars must be inside body. 
9) Foot protection bar required.
10) Doors Bars and uprights must be minimum 1.75 inch OD with 0.095 inch wall thickness. Minimum three door bars, both sides, parallel to ground, and perpendicular to driver. Minimum four uprights tied from frame to top door bar on driver side, and minimum three uprights on passenger side. Steel door plates, 18 gauge or 0.049 inch minimum thickness, must be security welded to outside of door bars on driver’s side.
11) Plate must cover area from top of door bar to frame rear down post to five inches in front of seat, Must be visible for inspection.
12) Driver Compartment: Minimum of three windshield bars in front of driver. Aluminum high back seat only, must be bolted in using minimum 0.375 inch bolts. Seat must remain inside all confines of roll cage. Driver must be sealed off from track, driveline, engine, and fuel cell. Kick and rocker panels may be removed. Front OEM firewall may be replaced using steel fabrication firewall, 18 gauge or minimum 0.049 inch thickness.
13) Top of firewall can be no further back than 12 inches from the back of engine block, measuring horizontally.
14) Bottom of firewall can be no further than rear of oval body mount frame hole. Dash must not extend more than 24 inches back from top of firewall. Dash must be flat, rear can be no higher than front, except for cowl in front of driver. OEM floor pan may be replaced using fabricated floor pan, 18 gauge or minimum 0.049 inch thickness, security welded to frame. 
15) Floor pan may be replaced from front firewall to rear halo supports. Must remain flat/OEM appearing from frame rail to frame rail, can be no higher or lower than frame rail. Exception is 8 inch tall driveshaft tunnel. Tunnel must remain similar to OEM tunnel in size. 
16) No cockpits, interior must remain open. Inner panel on outside of passenger door bars allowed, cannot connect to top of door. \

17) Rear firewall may be aluminum or steel and may be located no further forward than rear halo supports and no higher than bottom of rear opera windows. All holes in firewalls must be covered with metal. 
18) No driver-adjustable devices allowed while car is in competition except brake adjuster. 
19) Mirrors are allowed.

SUSPENSION:
1) Front Suspension: All components and mounts must be steel, unaltered OEM, In OEM location and match frame. Rubber, nylon or steel lower A-frame bushings only, no offset or bearing type. No sway bars.
a) Exceptions are: weight jacks allowed – must be in original centerline of spring tower. 
2) OEM upper A-frame mount may be moved or replaced with aftermarket steel non-adjustable mount matching upper A-frame bolt on design. 
3) OEM or OEM replacement balls joints allowed. For 1978 to 1987 GM mid size metric frame, OEM upper A-frame may be replaced using aftermarket upper A-frame. 
4) Shock location may be moved and may go through center of aftermarket upper A-frame, but frame cannot be altered in any way. Single hole shocks mounts only. 
5) Tie rod adjusting sleeve may be replaced with swedge tube.
6) Steering: No rack and pinion. All components must be steel, unaltered OEM, in OEM location and match frame. 
a) Exceptions: bolt on spindle savers allowed, OEM steering column may be replaced with steel knuckles and steel shaft (Collapsible recommend). 
7) Quick release required – steering quickener and steering wheel may be aluminum.
8) Shocks: One steel non-adjustable unaltered shock per wheel. No coil over, air, or remote reservoir shocks. No Schrader or bladder type valve allowed. No coil over eliminators.
9) Springs: One steel spring per wheel only. All coil springs must be minimum 4.5 inches OD and nonprogressive.
10) Rear Suspension: All components and mounts must be steel, unaltered OEM, in OEM location, and match frame. No independent rear suspension. OEM rubber or nylon control arm bushing only, no offset or bearing type. Welded single hole shock mounts only. Exception: coil springs may be moved, but center line of axle tube can be no further forward than the front of spring, or no further back than rear of spring; shocks may be moved, but remain behind housing; rear end lower control arm mounts maximum 7.5 inches long, may have maximum five holes for adjustment. Upper control arm mounts on rear end must be level with each other.
11) Minimum 7 inch, Maximum 9 inch frame ground clearance measured under oval frame holes
ENGINES:
1) Steel heads, block, and oil pan only. No GM Bowtie, Ford SVO, or Chrysler W blocks. 
2) Castings and fittings cannot be changed, no machine work on outside of engine. 
3) OEM firing order cannot be changed (GM: 1-8-4-3-6-5-7-2) 
4) OEM Engines must remain in the same family line as the car chosen, must be able to be used in conventional passenger car without alteration. 
5) For 1978-1987 GM frame and engine combination, center of GM fuel pump must be located minimum 1.75 inches in front of cross member or from back of block to front of cross member (measured at frame) 18.75 in. (GM), 22.625 in. (Ford), 21.76 in. (Chrysler). Ford metric frames must have back of fuel pump in front of cross member. 
6) GM frame and cross member may not be altered for GM engine placement. Engine mount holes cannot be moved or altered on block. 
7) Aftermarket engine mounts allowed, including mid-plate. 
8) Steel or aluminum water pumps allowed. No electric water pumps allowed. 
9) Wet sump oiling system only. Accumulator allowed- cannot be located between seat and door bars. 
10) Radiator must be mounted in front of engine. Cooling system may be modified. Over flow tubes must be directed to ground. 
11) Intakes: Unaltered, approved OEM cast iron cast iron low rise, two or four barrel. Only aftermarket aluminum intakes allowed are: Weiand GM #7547, #7547-1: Ford #7515, #8023 or #7516: Chrysler #7574; Edelbrock GM #2701, #2716; Ford #7121, #7181, #7183; Chrysler #2915. No porting, no polishing or milling allowed on any intake.
a) Exception is OEM cast iron plenum webbing may be removed, maximum one inch down. 
12) Cooling lines allowed on aluminum intakes.
13) GM 602 crate engine will be allowed.
a) Disqualification, loss of points, purse and $250.00 fine if any unapproved alterations are found to intake.
14) 350 cfm Carburetor Engine: No cubic inch or compression limit. 
a) Flat tappet cam/lifters and stud-mounted rocker arms only. 
b) No shaft or pedestal rocker arms. 
c) No titanium engine components. 
d) No stud girdles. 
e) No mushroom lifters, lifter diameter and configuration must match OEM passenger block. 
f) Full roller rockerarms allowed.

15) 500 cfm Carburetor Engine: Maximum 361 cubic inches (GM); 363 (Ford); 370 (Chrysler). GM approved block numbers are: 3892657, 3914660, 3914678, 3932388, 3932386, 3956618, 3970000, 3970006, 3970010, 3970014, 10066033, 10066036, 10243880, 14010207, 14010209, 14010287, 14016376, 14016379, 10054727, 14088528, 14088548, 14088552, 14093638, 14101148. Stroke must match block. 
a) No 400 or larger cubic inch parts allowed. Violation of cubic inch limit must be verified by removal of head and will result in disqualification. Loss of points for season, Fine up to $1000.00 dollars and 30 day suspension. 
b) Maximum compression ratio is 10.5 to 1, no tolerance. Flat top or dished pistons only. 
c) OEM or OEM replacement steel crankshaft only – cannot be lighten. No arrowing, bullnose, knife edge, undercut or drilling of second or third rod throws. 
d) OEM or OEM replacement rods only – GM 5.7 or 6-inch rod allowed. Cap screw allowed. 

e) Conventional flat tappet cam and lifters only, cannot alter lifter bores. 
f) Mandatory one inch inspection hole in all pans – no obstruction to crank and rods.

16) Cylinder Heads: Steel only. Must be unaltered approved OEM and original minimum 76 cc combustion chamber. Only GM OEM approved head numbers are: 14079267, 3986336, 3986339, 3986339X, 3986388, 3932441, 376445, 3928454, 3932454, 3876487, 3973487, 3973487X, 3973493, 3951598, 468642, 330862, 333882, 3998920, 3998991, 3998993, 3998997, 3970126. Maximum size valves on these heads are 2.02 inch exhaust.
17) May use Quest (EQ) Stock replacement (SR) cylinder head, part numberCH3501, head must remain as produced, seat angles and valve sizes cannot be changed: three angle valve job only (absolutely no casting removal in valve pocket of EQ head, for any reason). No porting, or polishing or unapproved alterations allowed to any cylinder head. (Exception is flat milling allowed). Guide plates, screw-in shouldered studs (0.375-inch max) and polylocks allowed. No stud girdles. Full roller rocker arms allowed. GM – 1.250 inch maximum OD valve springs, no beehive valve springs allowed. Unaltered OEM type harmonic balancer only.
18) Exhaust: Round tube headers only. All primary header tubes must enter directly into one collector at the same point at end of header. Must remain dual exhaust, no crossover or “Y” pipes. No exhaust through body panels or fenders. Schoenfeld mufflers, recommended. All exhaust must go through mufflers, two per car, one per header. No merge collectors. No exhaust sensors.
19) Gauges/Electronics: No unapproved cameras, transmitting or listening devices (Exception is one-way RACEceiver radio by officials) , timing retard controls, or digital gauges(including tach). 
20) No electronic monitoring computer devices capable of storing or transmitting information except memory recall analog tach. 
21) One 12 volt, non-adjustable ignition box allowed. Only change to ignition box is one high-end revlimiter or an internal setting inside box. All 500cfm carburetor engines MUST use max 7400rpm rev limiter chip. This may be accomplished using an ignition box with one high-end rev-limiter setting inside box. Crane #6000-6474 pre-set ignition box, MSD #8728 rev-control or MSD #8738 additional rev control box allowed.
22) All components must be out of reach of driver, but accessible for inspection with rev-limiter facing upward.
23) No magnetos or crank triggers. OEM type alternator with internal regulator allowed. No electronic traction control devices.
24) Engine Options and Specifications: All cars must clearly display on the driver side front roof post which engine they are competing with. Must be contrasting in color from body, minimum 2in tall and display 350 or 500, Markers not acceptable.

BRAKES AND DRIVETRAIN:
1) Brakes; Steel unaltered OEM, or unaltered OEM replacement, operative four wheel, drum or disc allowed.
2) Front components must match frame and maintain OEM dimensions for hubs/rotors and calipers, cannot be lightened. OEM diameter caliper pistons only. Bolt pattern may be changed. Larger stud allowed. 
3) Vented rotors only, no scalloped or ceramic coated rotors. Rear rotors may be aftermarket 0.810 inch thick (new). No floating brakes. No brake shut-off or pressure sensitive devices. 
4) One front to rear proportioning device allowed.
5) Brake lines must be visible. Aftermarket pedal allowed.
6) Rear End: Any steel approved OEM passenger car or truck, non-cambered rear end(housing and carrier) allowed. Safety hubs(floater) allowed. No sway/panhard bars
7) All components must be steel, exceptions are: lowering blocks, axle cap, and drive flange may be aluminum. No adjustable lowering blocks. 
8) One inch inspection hole in housing required. Full steel spool, steel mini spool or welded rear end only. Steel axles only.
9) No quick change devices. One piece drive flange only. No torque dividing differentials. No scalloped ring gears.

TRANSMISSION/DRIVE SHAFT:
1) Transmission: Must at least two forward gears and one reverse, plus neutral position. With motor running and car in still position, must be able to engage car in gear and move forward, then backward. \

2) Only OEM production type transmission allowed – two speed, three speed, four speed and automatic. No five speed (or more) transmissions, “in and out boxes”, or quick change devices allowed. 
3) Functioning shift levers must be in OEM location. 
4) Flywheel/flexplate must be bolted directly to end of crankshaft, and pressure plate must be bolted directly to flywheel/flexplate. One flywheel/flexplate only and all driveline components within bell housing must rotate consistent with engine RPM while car is in any gear. 
5) Unaltered flexplate must be full OEM, or OEM replacement.
6) Manual: Must be OEM or OEM replacement case and have a working 7.25 inch minimum diameter, steel and or aluminum, single or multi-disc clutch inside explosion-proof steel bell housing – minimum 270 degrees around top of clutch/flywheel area.
7) Aftermarket Manual: Must be IMCA approved, aluminum case, with internal clutch. Refer to www.imca.com for approved transmissions. Must bolt to explosion proof steep bellhousing, and use full steel, unaltered OEM or OEM replacement flexplate with starter mounted in OEM location. No coatings or paint allowed on transmission case. No ball spline transmissions.

8) Drive shaft: Minimum two inch diameter steel drive, must be painted white. Steel slip yoke only. 360 degree drive shaft loop required and must be constructed of at least 0.25 inch by two inch steel, or one inch tubing, mounted six inches back from front u-joint.
FUEL SYSTEM:
1) Racing fuel cell required, maximum 22 gallons (12 gallons recommended), must be in minimum 20 gauge steel container. Must be securely fastened in trunk above to of rear frame rails, behind rear tires, no further forward than factory seam where rear frame rail can be replaced, with minimum two solid steel straps around entire cell, two inches wide and 0.125 inches thick. No fuel cell allowed over rear end housing. 
2) Metal firewall must be between driver and fuel cell. All cell mounts must be steel, security welded to frame/cage. 
3) No adjustable fuel cell mounts. 
4) Fuel cell vents, including cap vent, must have check valves. If fuel cell does not have aircraft style positive seal filler neck/cap system – a flapper, spring or ball type filler rollover valve is required. 
5) Fuel line through driver’s compartment must run through metal pipe or metal conduit. 
6) One fuel filter only, cannot be in driver’s compartment. 
7) No cool cans. 
8) Air cleaner top/stud cannot direct air into carburetor. No top flow air cleaner housings, cold air boxes or air cleaner duct work. 
9) Mechanical push rod fuel pumps only.
10) Carburetor: 
a) Unlimited cubic inch limit engines must use unaltered 350cfm Holley – part no. 0-80787-1 with no modifications, or part no. 0-7448 which may be modified to meet the specs of part no. 0-80787-1. Holley carburetor components only. Any driver caught with non -350 Holley on unlimited cubic inch engine will be fined $500.00 or suspended for next race. Air bleeds cannot be removed, 0.076 inch maximum diameter.
b) Limited cubic inch limited engine must use unaltered 500 cfm Holley – part no. 0-4412, may be modified to Holley HP Dorton part no. 0-80583-1 specs only. All float bowls must face forward. Carburetor adapter/spacer allowed, maximum 1.20 inches thick, including gaskets. Carburetor may be exchanged (same cfm for same cfm), following same procedure as engine claim.
11) Fuel: Gasoline only. Racing fuel allowed. No E85. No performance enhancing or scented additives. Fuel must pass both dielectric meter and chemical tests.

WHEELS AND TIRES

1) Tires: Must use unaltered Hoosier or American Racer or Wissota Race tires, G60-15. No chemical softening, conditioning, or grooving of tires. 
2) Tires may be ground or siped within confines of tread (not past factory straight line) No re-caps. 
3) All wheels must display wheel manufacturing decal. Spacer or offset, or a combination of the two allowed, but cannot exceed two inches total offset per wheel. Aluminum, composite or steel spacers only. 
4) May use IMCA approved bead lock, on right rear only. External, steel bead lock only and it cannot make wheel any narrower than 8inches and no wider than 8.75 inches. Steel bolts only. Foam type or plastic outer mud cover allowed on right side wheels. Inner mud cover allowed on left rear only. 
5) No bleeder valves. Steel lug nuts only
6) Radical tires will be grandfather in for a 2 year period

RULES:
All rules will be at the judgement/interpretation of track officials. Warning may be allowed

once. No arguing with track officials.
Kid Mods

Updated January 7, 2025
GENERAL

The Kidmod class is a new initiative to give youth 10-16 the opportunity to race a full sized RWD car as a starting point in racing, or a transition from Karts, Bandoleros, Mini Sprints, ect. into the adult classes. The goal is to find older mod chassis that were otherwise retired collecting dust, update them as cost effectively as possible, outfit them with a 90 Degree Chevy V6 and an automatic transmission, and help youth begin to learn the dynamics of the fullsized car. As driver skill builds and they become accustomed to the car and chassis setup they are better prepared to move up into adult classes and run the v8s when they are old enough. General qualification rules for drivers in the class are: 
1) Drivers may be between the ages of 10 to 16. 

2) Drivers are ineligible to compete after their 16th birthday, however they will be allowed to finish out the season if their birthday fell during the regular race season.
3) Any youth who have previously competed in a v8 class are not eligible to participate

4) All awards, money, contingencies, etc., will be awarded to car owner, who must be over age of 18. 

SAFETY

Creating a SAFE environment for young drivers to grow is a top priority. With that in mind, special attention will be paid to the safety aspects of the class, both from a rules AND an enforcement standpoint. 

1) Snell 2020 or Snell 2025 full coverage helmet required. 
a) No motorcycle helmets. 
b) No helmets with obvious damage. 

2) Roll bar padding required in driver compartment. Recommended: Fire retardant padding. 
3) SFI-approved full fire suit required. Fire retardant gloves, shoes required.
a) Recommended: Fire retardant head sock and underwear
4) HANS style head and neck restraint mandatory. Right and left seat head supports required., collapsible steering shaft. 
5) Drivers seat must be of a proper racing seat design
a) Seat must be mounted per factory instructions to the frame or roll cage. 

b) Seat may not be bolted to the floor or driveshaft tunnel

6) Driver-side window net required, minimum 16 inch by 20 inch ribbon or mesh style, and must be mounted to roll cage so latch is at top front of window. 
a) Absolutely no tattered/fraying/sunbleached window nets. Net will be inspected prior to going onto the track

7) Minimum two inch wide SFI-approved five point safety belt assembly required, must be mounted securely to main roll cage. 
a) Belts may not be mounted to the floor, seat, or driveshaft tunnel

b) Absolutely no tattered/fraying/sunbleached belts. Belts will be inspected prior to going on the track

c) Safety belts no more than five years old. 
8) Kill switch required within easy reach of driver and must be clearly marked ‘OFF’ and ‘ON’. 
9) Drivers A-pillar and centered windshield rear view mirrors allowed

a) Mirrors are allowed as a way to reduce on-track incidents. If a driver is using them to blatantly block or impede other drivers, they may be removed or covered at the discretion of the flagman/track/tech inspector. 
10) Radio systems and spotters permitted

a) 2 way radios, in addition to the raceivers that are already in place, should help reduce on track incidents. If the radio systems are being abused, or flagman instructions are being ignored, the radios may be removed at the discretion of the flagman/track/tech inspector. 

FRAME

1) Stock OEM stub cars, stock side rails must be in stock location and may be cut off in front of rear axle.
2)  Minimum wheel base 108”, maximum wheelbase is 112”
a. Damaged cars may use appropriate replacement stub

3) Lower A-Arms must mount in stock location. 
4) No right side raised rail cars
5) No Mark Bush Racing Chassis (MBR), Lethal, or Beak Built Chassis
a. These specific frames are not permitted due to tubing size/thickness
ROLLCAGE
1) Rollcage must consist of continuous hoops, minimum 1.75 inch O.D. tubing, with minimum wall thickness of 0.095 inch for main cage, frame-mounted in at least six places.

a. Recommended: low carbon or mild steel. 

2) Must consist of a configuration of front, rear and top hoops connected by tubing on sides or side hoops. 
3) Driver’s head must not protrude outside cage with helmet on. 
4) Roll cage must be securely supported and braced with minimum one cross bar in top halo.
5) Foot protection bar required.
6) Main cage no further forward than rear of engine. All bars forward of cage must be lower than hood.

7) All driver side door bars and uprights must be minimum 1.5 inch O.D. with 0.083 inch wall thickness. 
8) Minimum three driver side door bars, parallel to ground and perpendicular to driver, and welded to front and rear of roll cage. Passenger side must have at least one cross door bar, horizontal or angled, minimum 1.25 inch O.D. with 0.083 inch wall thickness, and one top horizontal door bar, minimum 1.5 inch O.D. with 0.083 inch wall thickness. 
9) Steel door plate, 18 gauge or 0.049 inch minimum thickness, must be securely welded to outside of driver side door bars and cover area from top door bar to bottom door bar and from rear hoop down-post to five inches in front of seat. Must be visible for inspection.
10) No sharp edges. All open ends must be capped.
BUMPERS
1) Front and rear bumpers must be mounted to ends of the frame with the bottom loop parallel to the ground. 
2) Fuel cell must be protected by minimum of 1” tubing, or flat stock and rear supports
3) Center of bumpers must have 18” of ground clearance with 2” tolerance.

4) Rear bumpers must be of a continuous loop and be welded or bolted together

5) No brace bars forward of cage may be higher than hood height

6) No rear push-bars to extend beyond 6” of rear quarter panel
7) All side bars and bumpers must have capped ends
STEERING/FRONT SUSPENSION
1) Must run OEM style steering box.
2) All steering components must mount in stock location and in stock location on center link and spindles.
3) Stock tie rod ends may be replaced with minimum 5/8” steel tube and steel rod ends
4) Stock spindles only 
a. No 3-piece after market spindles
b. No grinding, bending, or otherwise altering spindles
5) Springs must mount in stock location
a. Adjustable weight jacks, spring cups, and spacers allowed

6) Upper arms may be tube type, steel only
a. Cross shaft may be aluminum

7) No tubular lowers, lowers must OEM or OEM replacement and be mounted in stock location
TRANSMISSION/DRIVESHAFT
1) Stock automatic Powerglide, TH200, TH350, TH400 permitted

a. Must be unaltered OEM, with unaltered OEM pump
b. Aluminum OEM bellhousing may be replaced with aftermarket explosion-proof steel
2) Minimum 10-inch diameter torque converter containing a minimum of three quarts of fluid
3) Flexplate must be full, unaltered OEM, or OEM replacement.
4) Transmissions must be bolted to engine
5) All cars must have forward and reverse gears and be able to shift to forward or reverse with engine running
6) No direct drives allowed
7) Steel drive shaft only must be painted white or silver with car number on it
8) 1 steel driveshaft loop is mandatory. 
9) Drive shaft tunnel at least .060” aluminum or 18-gauge steel the complete length of the drivers leg area is mandatory


FUEL SYSTEM
1) All cars must run a minimum 12 gallon fuel cell. Fuel cell must be completely enclosed in a 18-gauge steel container.

2) All fuel cells must have a minimum of 2” by 1/8” steel straps holding them firmly in place
3) Pump gas only available at consumer pumps.
a. No alcohol, Oxygenated, or any exotic fuel allowed
b. Upper cylinder lube is ok

4) Fuel cell vents, including cap vent, must have a check valves. If fuel cell does not have an aircraft style positive seal filler neck/cap system, a flapper, spring, or ball type filler rollover valve is required.

BRAKES
1) All cars must be equipped with a working brake system on all four wheels. All four wheels must lock up at all times
2) Steel brake rotors only, no drilling, lightening or alteration to the brake rotors front and rear and calipers are permitted.
3) No scalloped, slotted, drilled, single disc rotors allowed
4) Stock OEM steel calipers only.
5) No aluminum or carbon fiber brake parts or components allowed.
6) No floating of rear brakes
WEIGHT AND BALLAST
1) All cars must weigh 2500 lbs at any given time with driver in car
2) All added weight must be painted white with car number on it.
3) All added weight must be securely mounted to the car with a minimum of 2 ½” bolts going through each piece of weight.
4) No added weight can be mounted to rear bumper, outside of car, inside cockpit, or anywhere on rearend including axle tubes.
5) Track scales are the official scales of that night. The number of cars being scaled will be determined by Tech Inspector and will be announced at the Driver’s Meeting
a. Track allows 10% discrepancy to account for scale calibration

6) Any driver not reporting directly to scales after a race will be disqualified. Drivers may not stop at their pit stall before entering tech inspection.
ELECTRONIC DEVICES 
1) NO TRACTION CONTROL DEVICES OF ANY TYPE ALLOWED

2) Spotter/Driver radio communication allowed, as per safety rules. 
a. It is encouraged for the first year of KidMods that the driver and spotter have communication on track to help transition into the divison.

3) GoPro or any similar camera is allowed but cannot be aimed at or used to monitor suspension travel/motion 
a. Must be securely mounted
b. Track will not be responsible for damage to camera equipment mounted to cars

REAR SUSPENSION
1) Rear suspension must be of a 3 link design or J bar. 
a. Solid style pull bar only. Spring pull bars are not allowed.

2) Rear 3 link mounts must be welded or bolted to rear axle tube. 
3) Minimum 20”, maximum 10 degrees angle for control arms

4) No floated design allowed. Any panhard bar style is allowed. 
5) 3 link mounts cannot be made of any material over ½”; thick. Double shear mounts cannot be made of any material over 3/8” thick
6) All rear springs must mount in same location. Both on top, behind, or in front of axle tube. 
a. All springs must be tethered to the car.
b. Weight jacks permitted

7) No exotic metal axle tubes allowed
WHEELS AND TIRES 
1) Mandatory 205/r15 tires on 8” racing wheels
a. Sidewall measurement must match on all 4 tires

2) Grooving and siping will be allowed. No recaps are permitted.
3) There will be no defacing or altering of the manufacturer’s identification markings on any tire.
4) No tire softening or chemical treatments of any kind.
5) Mud plugs are allowed on all four wheels. 
a. All wheel covers must bolt to mounting ring on regular wheel. A minimum ¼” bolt to fasten.
6) Wheels must be of conventional one piece steel and must be mounted with lug nuts.
a. No plastic, carbon fiber, or aluminum wheels are permitted. 
b. Must have 5 lug nuts per wheel.
c. No beadlocks allowed

7) 1”Steel lug nuts only
8) Maximum over all width (front and rear) shall not exceed 78” from outside of tread to outside of tread.

9) No bolt on wheel spacers allowed
INTERIOR 
1) All cars must have a 11 ½” minimum vertical opening. The entire interior must have 11” of clearance from deck to roof for easy exiting.
2) No controls for adjustable shocks, hydraulic or pneumatic weight jacks, trackers or similar adjustable components of kind allowed inside the cockpit of car.
a. Brake bias adjuster permitted

3) Mirrors are Mandatory
4) Drivers compartment must be sealed from engine and racetrack

5) Master kill switch must be mounted behind driver, easily accessible to track crew
BODIES
1) Front roof post must be in straight line from top to bottom.
2) Engine compartment will remain open on both sides. No side panels are permitted.
3) Hood sides may have a maximum of 5” drop. They must be enclosed at the rear of hood.
4) No side fins or lips will be permitted along the entire length of car or any panel
5) Deck must be level from side to side No drop deck interiors allowed
6) Minimum height to top of roof is 42” and maximum height of 52”

7) Minimum height to top of deck is 28” and maximum height of 38”

8) There must be 2” of tire clearance from the body
9) Doors &amp; quarters should be a minimum of 22” 

10) 4” of ground clearance
11) From center of hub to rear top of deck minimum of 34” and maximum 45”
12) Maximum body width 72” at widest point with minimum of 53”

13) Bottom of doors may not exceed length of 68” maximum
14) Rear of the door may flare out 6” for tire clearance, left side only. Bottom of flare must be curved, not pointed
15) Maximum rear width of the car must be 72” at the widest point
16) Roof width must be minimum of 42” and a maximum of 50”. Roof length maximum of 56” and a minimum of 41”
17) 4” maximum height on rear vertical post
18) Nose piece no longer than frame horns and no further back than the radiator.
19) Spoiler must be maximum of 8” tall with 3 supports only
20) All cars must have a car number on both sides of the car and the roof that are at least 18” tall.

ENGINE
1) Class spec engine is GM 4.3l V-6 engine stock as per manufacturer. 

2) Engine is to stay stock. No aftermarket parts. This includes, but is not limited to: no aftermarket oil pans, valve covers, or timing covers
a. Pulleys can be swapped 
3) High Volume/Pressure Oil Pump permitted.

4) High torque/aftermarket starter permitted 
5) Aftermarket intake allowed to convert newer EFI blocks to carburation 

a. No Porting or polishing allowed

6) No boring or decking of blocks or heads. Parts must be within stock tolerances

7) Stock heads only. No porting, polishing or valve jobs allowed.
a. Casting numbers 14094768, 10144103, 14099067, 10077626, 14099064, 10240209, 10238181, or 12553050
8) Can replace valves, springs, retainers and keepers with stock OEM or OEM replacement only. No aluminum, titanium allowed in valve train.
9) No stud girdles permitted.
10) Fuel pump must bolt in stock location on blocks that have the provision.
a. For blocks that do not have mechanical fuel pump provision, electric pumps permitted. 

i. Car must have 20 psi oil pressure murphy switch, or inertia switch, in place to shut down fuel pump in emergency situations. 

11) Distributor must be OEM HEI with MSD soft touch #8727CT or MSD.
