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What is a virus? By simple definition it is, “a 
microscopic parasite that can infect living organisms 
and cause disease.

The words to this old African American spiritual tells 
the story of a soul longing for freedom. It’s the same 
refrain that Minty speaks of in the movie Harriet 
just before she jumps off the bridge into the rushing 
waters below to escape her slave master who has 
hunted her down to return her to bondage. “I’m uh be 
free, or die.”  

It’s the same chorus from Patrick Henry’s famous 
speech to the Second Virginia Convention in 1775 
where his closing words were, “I know not what 
course others may take, but as for me, give me liberty 
or give me death.” 

It’s the same hope that Martin Luther King, Jr. 
preached in his message entitled ‘I Have a Dream’ 
during the March on Washington for Jobs and 
Freedom on August 28, 1963. “And when we let 
freedom ring… we will be able to speed up that day 
when all of God’s children, black men and white men, 
Jews and Gentiles, Protestants and Catholics, will 
be able to join hands and sing in the words of the old 
Negro spiritual: Free at last, free at last. Thank God 
Almighty, we are free at last.” 

And it’s the same concern that the God of Abraham, 
the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob addressed 

when he called to Moses from the burning bush. “And 
now the cry of the Israelites has reached me, and 
I have seen the way the Egyptians are oppressing 
them. So now, go. I am sending you to Pharaoh to 
bring my people the Israelites out of Egypt.” Exodus 
3:9-10 God is still calling ordinary people to do 
extraordinary things. God is still concerned about 
people being free. 

The thing we have to ask ourselves is “how bad do 
we want it?” The only way to Freedom is through the 
Cross. We cannot legislate our way there; we cannot 
buy our way there; we cannot argue or debate our 
way there; we cannot educate or train our way there; 
we cannot segregate or integrate our way there; we 
cannot rehab or reform our way there. Church, sin 
cannot be rehabbed, you can’t just put a little money 
and sweat equity into it and then flip it for a profit. 
Where you are thinking a little drywall and paint, God 
is thinking a complete tear down. 

“Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; 
the old has gone, the new has come!” 2 Corinthians 
5:17

So you may be reluctant to get involved in the struggle. 
But let me ask you a question that I am convinced 
Harriet or any other conductor on the Underground 
Railroad would pose. “What good is your freedom, if 
your brothers and sisters are still in bondage?”

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“And let us consider how we may spur one another on 
toward love and good deeds. Let us not give up 
meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, 
but let us encourage one another …” Heb 10:24-25 
NIV Due to the current pandemic and the havoc it 
has wreaked, I, and the rest of the world was forced 
to stop meeting with family and friends to spend time 
with them. Since I’ve been “sheltering in place,” I’ve 
had plenty of time to start and finish a few projects. 
The biggest and most challenging one to date has 
been my kitchen: I completely gutted it. The cabinets 
were taken down and replaced, the sink & countertop 
was taken out and replaced, and the floor was taken 
up and a new one installed. When the work was 
complete; I had a new and sturdy kitchen. 

This project reminded me of a recent Sunday School 
lesson about restoration. The teacher opened the 
lesson by asking “When was the last time you 
restored something?” I wanted to answer: “If anyone 
can attest to restoring something, it’d be me: I just 
finished with my kitchen yesterday! Literally!” Instead, 
I let the question simmer because according to what 
the group discussed, I wasn’t sure if I actually 
restored my kitchen.

Later I showed the teacher before and after pictures 
of my kitchen and asked, “If there was a difference 
between restoring and remodeling something?” The 
response was “Restore means bring back, remodel 
means change the structure. You probably did a bit of 
both.” I thought about the response and applied it to 
the work on my kitchen, but, the question wasn’t 
settled for me so I went to the dictionary. Dictionary.
com defines restore as returning something to a 
former condition, place, or position, and remodel as 
reconstructing; or making over.  

I believed (which isn’t totally wrong) restore meant 
to take something like an old broken-down table and 
bring it back to new condition through adding new 

legs, sanding, and then painting it. And 
because I didn’t paint the old cabinets, sink, or floors, 
I just replaced them with new ones; I hadn’t restored 
anything. But after talking with the teacher and doing 
research, I came to the conclusion that I did do a bit 
of both: I returned my kitchen to its former condition 
of being a new kitchen, and I did make it over - in the 
sense of creating it again. 

That’s what the Agape Love Movement (ALM) is 
about: restoration and remodeling. Restoring our 
brothers and sisters to the love and connection they 
felt after their “pilgrimage” and making the Greater 
Dayton Emmaus Ministry (GDE) over again into a 
sturdy ministry that operates with God’s love, 
facilitates connection, and equips all members to be 
leaders in their churches. The ALM is not new – as 
we’ve been prompting you to send an encouraging 
word or note to a fellow community member for a few 
months, and it is our prayer that you continue doing 
so as God’s Spirit leads. What is new is this specific 
call to action. 

Do you remember the feeling of love and connection 
you felt after your first Walk? Do you want to help 
restore your fellow community members to that 
feeling? Do you want to be instrumental in mak-
ing GDE over again into a sturdy ministry? Are you 
counting on Christ to be your Lord and Savior? I know 
He’s counting on you to be His hands and feet. Are 
you willing to “not give up meeting together” and meet 
your brothers and sisters in spirit? Then heed this 
call to Christian Action. If you are ready to show 
Christ you can be counted on, please email your 
name and contact information to goodshepherd@day-
tonemmaus.org or agape@daytonemmaus.org and a 
detailed explanation of the ALM and directions on how 
to accomplish this mission will be provided.

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My name is Jeff Adams and I attended the Greater 
Dayton Emmaus Men’s Walk to Emmaus #46 and 
sat at the table of Matthew. Approximately one year 
before my Emmaus walk, I was asked to participate 
in a Kairos weekend by two men in my church. After 
completing my Emmaus Walk at Christ Church UMC 
Kettering, Ohio in August of 2009, I submitted my 
Kairos application and made plans to attend the 2010 
Kairos #39 at Lebanon Correctional Institution and 
was added to the Table of Matthew (the same table 
name I had at my Emmaus Walk).

I admit I was nervous the first time I walked inside 
the prison. Hearing the gate lock as I walked through 
each check point, we headed to the gym where the 
Kairos weekend was held. We walked past inmates 
as well. Once I got to the gym, I felt calm and the 
nervous feeling went away. 

After meeting the residents which is how we referred 
to the inmates, I felt like God was with me telling 
me everything would be okay. I had a great time as 
a table servant and served the residents and team 
members at my table enjoying the weekend. I was 
also able to take cookies to the residents in the cell 
blocks and see how the men lived inside the walls of 
the prison.

The residents of each cell block understood that when 
a Kairos weekend was held, the entire prison would 
get cookies. Those chosen to participate in the 
weekend with us are calm not wanting to cause 
trouble. There is a calm throughout the weekend with 
no problems or issues which helps make the 
corrections officers’ (CO’s) job a little better when we 
are there. 

Since then, I have served on Kairos Weekends at 
Lebanon, Chillicothe Correctional, and Southern Ohio 

Correctional Facility. Each prison and Kairos 
weekend is different but God’s presence during the 
weekend is uplifting. It is powerful to witness men 
accept Christ into their lives. Some CO’s with us 
during the weekend experience change. Kairos Prison 
Ministry Program helps to change lives for residents 
and their families. 

Please keep the residents in your prayers for each of 
the prisons served through Kairos during the Covid-19 
pandemic. We hope and pray sometime in the future 
to be able to go back to the prisons we serve and 
see the men or women that we all as volunteers have 
developed relationships with.

I serve in Kairos to serve alongside the body of Christ 
to plant a seed with residents inside the prisons I 
serve because I see Christ change men inside the 
walls. They have to make the change on their own 
and continue it along with prayer and share every 
week which is like a small share group inside the 
prison. I go when I can. Some of us volunteers are 
doing zoom meetings of prayer and share each week 
to support the men inside and outside the walls of the 
prison. It has had an impact on me and sometimes 
is hard to explain about a weekend. You have to see 
it with your own eyes and ears. Go to Kairosohio.
org and Kairosprisonministry.org for more information 
about Kairos. Reach out to anyone of us in our 
Emmaus Community who have served with Emmaus. 
We would be happy to answer your questions you 
may have.

Please remember that all Kairos Weekends are 
cancelled until we are allowed back in by the state of 
Ohio Department of Corrections.

Unlike the Apostle Paul, envision a life in which poor 
choices have led to a life behind prison walls. You are 
no longer free to come and go as you please. Your 
entire day is spent with strangers. Often your family and 
friends have abandoned you due to your choices. Life 
seems hopeless. The reality is, thousands of women 
spend years if not a lifetime behind prison walls. 
 

I first learned of the Kairos ministry through a young 
woman who had actually spent several years behind 
the walls of Dayton Correctional Institute. She was 
now working and regaining her life on the outside after 
serving her sentence. Her story and her encounter with 
Kairos could only have been orchestrated by God.

She blew away my stereotype and preconceived 
ideas of what “ex-offenders” were all about. Her story 
also began to convict my heart on how I had put limits 
on the transforming power of the Gospel! How, as a 
believer in Jesus, I had put the great and powerful 
love of Jesus Christ into a neat little box. 

So began an incredible journey volunteering for my first 
Kairos weekend. I don’t know about you, but obedience 
to the Holy Spirit is not always easy. 
My Kairos weekend involved just a few more hours of 
commitment than I had originally anticipated. So instead 
of depending upon “my own power” to do this “good 
work” I had to rely on the power of prayer and God’s 
mighty warriors who were also praying for me. 
Was I apprehensive about going into a prison? 

Absolutely. Would I say the wrong things? Probably. The 
very first afternoon with the women at DCI was more 
than incredible. God is so good! He knew exactly what 
each of the women needed and He knew exactly what I 
needed. 

By the end of the weekend, no longer was I behind 
the walls of a prison with women who were suffering 
the consequences of poor choices, but I was with 
women who desperately needed the hope and love 
that only comes through the love of Jesus Christ. 
The transforming power of the Holy Spirit touched so 
many that weekend. It wasn’t about me, but about a 
great God; a God   who brings true freedom through 
the love of His Son Jesus Christ. 

Even though most of you reading this newsletter 
are not behind actual prison walls, many of us are in 
bondage to something. Where do you find hope and 
freedom? I pray that you have found that freedom that 
only comes through a personal relationship with 
Jesus. If you have experienced that freedom, won’t 
you prayerfully consider joining me and many 
other faithful servants in a Kairos weekend? Will you 
prayerfully consider sharing the love and hope of 
Jesus Christ to the women at DCI who so 
desperately need to find true freedom behind 
prison walls?  Further information is available at:

On a side note, because of the current situation of the 
Covid-19 health crisis all ministry in the prisons has 
been suspended. Please pray for those women who 
are currently incarcerated that the powerful love of 
Christ will be with them and God will do a mighty work 
within the walls of DCI.
