community in the bamboo products making, and to do so in a manner financed through a project 

grant. In this workshop, 25 women participated and they have learnt to make small products 

viz. flower vase, lamp shade, pen stands, trays and cups.  Mr. Mukesh Kumar, Master Trainer 

from Uttar Pradesh trained the women.

CIBART had organized a 5 days bamboo crafts training programme at a College, Gandhinagar, 

Gujarat from 7th to 11th November 2022 in which 300 students participated and learnt to make 

various bamboo utility and decorative products in 60 students per batch and in total of 5

Training at West Champaran, Bihar- December 2022 

Partnering Hope into Action (PHIA), New Delhi awarded a contract to CIBART in November 

2022 for the skills building activity of Dom community members at West Champaran district, 

Bihar.  The training was organized at Lauriya block, West Champaran in December 2022 from 

12th December 2022 through 31st December 2022.   

 

These artisans have traditional skills in making bamboo baskets of various sizes and earning 

about 2000-3000 per month by selling these at local level.

After the twenty days of the training program, they have learned to prepare 13 types of bamboo 

products under nine categories, treatment, and polish work. By polishing, product finishing can 

be enhanced and they will get more income. After completion of training, a total of 12 Bamboo 

Tool Kits and 1 Drill Machine were distribuStudies on traineesô performances show that most 



of the trainees are now able to prepare pan stand and tea coaster. Four trainees namely, Mrs. 

Lilavati Devi, Mrs. Indu Devi, Mrs. Kunti Devi and Mr. Nathuni Raut can prepare Lamp sets. 

and as far as vegetable basket preparation is concerned all trainees now can prepare vegetable 

baskets 1.5 times faster than before training. Few trainees still need further training like Mr. 

Prabhu and Mrs. Rita Devi.

Training in Madhubani, Bihar- January 2023 

Partnering Hope into Action (PHIA), New Delhi awarded a second contract to CIBART in 

December 2022 for the skills building activity of Dom community members in Madhubani 

District in Bihar and Latehar District Jharkhand.  The first training was organized at Madhepur 

Block of Madhubani District. 

 

This training programme is conducted with support of the Patterning Hope Into Action (PHIA) 

Foundation under the project entitled ñTraining on Bamboo Products Services-FCDO Projectò 

for Dom Community in Village Chandrahiya and Nawada of Nawada gram panchayat of 

Madhepur Block, Madhubani, Bihar. It is Skill Enhancement Training of Bamboo Crafts to the 

Most Marginalized Communities at Madhepur Block, Madhubani District, Bihar conducted 

during 6th to 25th January, 2023. Here in Household Industries, people prefer to work on 

Bamboo products making. This is the major source of their livelihood. As per local survey 

conducted in the area. It was come out that presently, they are earning about Rs 3000/ month. 

Various clumps of bamboo are growing in their vicinity but not much suitable for preparing 

bamboo craft products. These artisans have traditional skills in making products viz. Supa, 

Dalla etc. by using bamboo and either use them or sell them in the village haats.  Since these 

are serving the purposes of cleaning rice or keeping vegetables and common products, these 

are not fetching high prices to artisans. For providing the Skills training, the support of Centre 

for Indian Bamboo Resource and Technolgy (CIBART), New Delhi was engaged in January 

2023 for 20 days to 20 artisans, which is held in Central pvt ITI college, Village-Nawada, 

Madhepur block of Madhubani.  The objective of this training was to improve the skills set of 

local artisans in the making of new innovative products and from the increased skills they can 

make more products and in uniform, which will get good returns from local and national 

markets and eventually improve their livelihoods. Post training these artisans now able to 

prepare different bamboo products both of utility and decorative nature like Pen Stand, Mobile 

Stand, Flower Pot, Mobile Stand cum Visiting Card Holder, etc. These products prepared in 

quantity will get good returns and which is helpful in their improved life style.   



 

Result of Training 

After these twenty days of the training program, they have learned to prepare 17 types of 

bamboo products under ten categories, like Dust Bin, Flower Pot, Laundry Basket and other 

Baskets, Lamp Set, Pen Stand, Tea Coaster and Tea Tray. They have also learnt about dyeing 

and coloring work. By polishing, product finishing can be enhanced and they will get more 

income. After completion of training, a total of 20 Bamboo Tool Kits and 1 Drill Machine were 

distributed to all trainees so that they can prepare faster bamboo products with good finishing. 

Studies on traineesô performances show that most of the trainees are now able to prepare pen 

stand and tea coaster. Five trainees namely, Parmeshwari Devi; Kaushalya Devi; Vimala 

Devi; Urmila Devi and Sunita Devi can prepare various products. As far as vegetable basket 

preparation is concerned all trainees can prepare it. Now they can prepare colourful bins and 

laundry baskets too. A few trainees still need further training to get finishing in their product.

their income and grow in their living standard after this 20 days Bamboo handicraft training programme. 



 

Training  at Latehar, Jharkhand- February 2023 

 

This training programme is also conducted with support of the Patterning Hope Into 

Action (PHIA) Foundation under the project entitled ñTraining on Bamboo Products Services-

FCDO Projectò. Here in training, the artisans belong to PVTG (Korwa) community have basic 

weaving skills and making traditional products like supa and baskets. CIBARTôs skills building 

training held in Lurgumi Khurd, Chetma Gram Panchayat in Block Mahuadanr, District 

Latehar, Jharkhand. On the basis of a local survey, it has come out that, the artisans are earning 

about Rs 2000-3000/- per month from selling bamboo products of utility nature. The bamboo 

species indigenous to the area, Bambusa bamboos, is a strong one and not much suitable for 

preparing weave-based bamboo craft products. There are few famous tourist spots like Lodh 

fall, Sugga Bandh Waterfall, Mahuadanr Wolf Sanctuary, etc. These places have opportunities 

to sell bamboo products, especially small and attractive souvenir products, to visitors prepared 

by local artisans.   

After these twenty days of the training program, they have learned to prepare 16 types of 

bamboo products under eleven categories, like Basket, Cup, Dust Bin, Fan, Mobile Stand, Pen 

Stand, Shoe Stand, Tea Tray, Tissue Paper Stand, Tooth Brush Stand and Wall Flower Pot. 

They have also learned about finishing, dyeing and colouring work and they will get more 

income. After completion of training, a total of 20 Bamboo Tool Kits and 1 Drill Machine were 

distributed to all trainees so that they can prepare bamboo products with good finishing and in 

faster phase.

Korwa have learnt on making Tea Tray also with good finishing. As far as various basket 

preparations are concerned all trainees can prepare it. Now they can prepare 3-4 types of 

products.
