The Constitution of the Sovereign Republic of Albion

Article One - Nationhood

The nation of Albion is a sovereign Republic of free, self-governing people on the territory of the former United Kingdom. The citizens of Albion are subject to no person, authority, or power other than their own reason and conscience and the Constitution and laws of their Republic.

The so-called British Crown and its government and courts are hereby and forever abolished. All associations, oaths, duties, and allegiances between that former regime and the people of Albion are hereby and forever extinguished and dissolved upon and by this Pronouncement.

The Constitution of the Republic of Albion is established as and shall remain the supreme law of the land, and governs all its citizens and officials without exception or qualification.

The Republic of Albion has supreme, sovereign, and absolute jurisdiction and sole lawful authority over the industries, wealth, lands, waters, seas, and natural resources of the former United Kingdom and its possessions. These lands and resources and the wealth derived therefrom are now and forever owned collectively by the people of Albion as a whole and are used in their interest. This fundamental natural relationship cannot be altered, suspended, nullified, or abolished by any statute, law, power, authority or imposition, whether domestic or foreign.

Article Two - Governance
The Republic of Albion is governed by a Congress of Delegates elected every two years and by locally and annually elected Peoples’ Assemblies, according to the unalienable principle of direct democracy and local self-governance. Elected delegates do not “represent” the people but act according to the democratic mandate given to them by the electorate. If the delegates do not uphold and pursue that mandate and the peoples’ will they are immediately recalled and removed from office.

The Republic Assemblies have the constitutional right to devolve governance and law making according to the will of their citizens, provided this devolution does not conflict with the Republic’s Constitution and common law.

The national government of the Albion Republic consists of three equal, co-dependent branches: Legislative (Congress), Judiciary (Supreme Court of the Republic) and Executive (Office of the President). None of these branches hold ultimate power or authority over the others. The officers of each branch of government, like all Republic officials, are directly accountable to the people and are subject to recall by a majority of voters. 

No major national law in Albion can be enacted without it being ratified by the people in their local Republic assemblies. This fundamental right is constitutionally guaranteed, as is the stipulation that Congress can enact no law that violates the fundamental rights in the Charter of Liberties.

The President of the Republic is elected every two years in a direct vote of citizens, as is the Vice President, who is the second place opposition candidate in the presidential election. Thereby both major political factions unite and cooperate to govern the Republic collaboratively, above party or sectional loyalty: in effect, through a national coalition government.

The President has no power to issue any kind of law or “Executive Order”, or to veto Congressional decisions. The President must act at all times with congressional approval, since the President cannot act independently of the will of the people. The President can be impeached and removed from office by the majority vote of Congressional delegates or within the local Republic Assemblies. The President, like all Republic officials, judges, and civil servants, holds no special privileges, immunities, or protection, and is governed at all times by the Constitution of the Republic, the rule of law, and the will of the people.

The right to vote and hold public office is held by all Republic citizens sixteen years and older without conditions. All citizens have the right to initiate public referendums and law making on any government decision.

Every aspect and level of government in the Albion Republic is subject to the rule of Common Law and the Constitution, and to the directly expressed will of the people through referendums and laws initiated by them as individuals or through their local Republic Assemblies. (See Appendix One of this Constitution for a description of the local Republic Assemblies)

Article Three - The Law and Liberty

The basis of law and the judiciary in the Republic of Albion is the Common Law and the trial by jury system, founded on Natural Justice and Equity. No other legal system is recognised or allowed to operate within the Republic of Albion, including so-called ‘Canon’, Admiralty, or Sharia law.

The Albion judiciary consists of local common law courts and a national Supreme Court of the Republic. All levels of the judiciary in Albion are elected by the people and are subject to recall. The judiciary is governed by Common Law, the decisions of citizen juries, and the Constitution.

Local community sheriffs are elected annually and subject to recall, standing under the authority of local Republic Assemblies and not the central government. Sheriffs are empowered to convene common law courts, investigate judicial corruption, establish and train Citizen Militias, and ensure the liberty of the people in accordance with the Constitution.

All citizens of the Republic of Albion are born and endowed with inherent, unalienable liberties under Natural Law. These liberties cannot be restricted, abrogated, suspended, denied, or abolished by any authority, custom, statute, law or imposition, whether domestic or foreign. These liberties are absolute and are not limited by their definition in the Charter of Liberties contained within the Constitution.

Article Four - Public Service and Responsibility

In order to take personal responsibility for the welfare of the Republic, every citizen of Albion between the ages of sixteen and twenty-five years of age serves for a period of not less than two years in a system of mandatory public and community service. This includes the option of serving in the national citizen militia known as The Albion Republican Army, Navy and Air Force (ARANA), which replaces the existing standing armed forces of the former United Kingdom.

Local citizens’ militias exist to protect the people and the Republic from domestic and foreign enemies, operating under the authority of local Republic Assemblies and the general command of the ARANA.

Article Five - The Economy, Land, and Society

The lands, waters, resources, industries, banks, and wealth of Albion belong inherently and collectively to all the people. This natural birthright cannot be estranged, restricted, abolished, or appropriated from the people by any authority, tradition, law, statute, or imposition, whether of foreign or domestic.

The banking system, credit, and money supply are nationalized and established as a publicly owned service under the control of the State and local Assemblies. All debts, interest rates, and mortgages are cancelled and a general moratorium is declared on all international debts.

Income tax is abolished within Albion. Taxes are levied according to wealth created and assessed on a graduated scale according to ability to pay. A 100% tax is imposed on all wealth gained by interest or speculation. A ceiling is placed on wealth gained by inheritance. All unpaid taxes owed by the wealthy and corporations are immediately collected, including by the lawful seizure of their lands, assets, and properties. Local Republic Assemblies and their courts and militias are authorised to lawfully conduct such seizures, land reclamations, and expropriations.

Foreign ownership of Albion is abolished. No non-citizen can own, buy, lease, sell, rent, mortgage, speculate in, or otherwise influence any sector of the economy, including the lands and waters and their resources.

Local production, exchange and trading networks are established to phase out money and the market economy, and to keep economic power and decision-making in the hands of the people rather than corporate interests.

All industries, utilities, and services are nationalised and operate under democratic worker and citizen control. Works Councils are elected by employees to oversee and operate all industries, businesses, and services, and hold final authority over business decisions.

The wealth of Albion is distributed equitably to the people to undo economic inequalities. This distribution occurs in part through a special ‘Robin Hood tax’ on the super wealthy to fund a guaranteed income for those in poverty. This tax may be enacted in local Republic Assemblies.

All medical, dental, and hospital services, primary and secondary education, and public transportation are nationalised and provided free of charge to all citizens without conditions or qualifications.

Child rearing is a community responsibility organised collectively but overseen by the biological parents, who are guaranteed free, universal, quality childcare from infancy to puberty.

The land is a sacred gift and a common resource for all people that is held in trust by the State and local Assemblies. The destruction of agricultural land is immediately halted across Albion through the imposition of a blanket moratorium on the sale, urbanisation or degradation of the earth. Strict zoning laws and green belts are established to guarantee food growing land, as well as through the creation of local land trusts and agricultural reserves.

All corporate agribusinesses are nationalised and their lands and wealth distributed equitably to small farmers or to a National Land Trust. Communal, ecologically sound farming is encouraged and subsidised. Family farms are protected from incursion and absorption through tariffs, subsidies, and a fair, regulated agricultural produce exchange system.

The Republic provides to any willing citizen and their families free acreage of former ‘crown’ and church land on which to settle, homestead and cultivate. This settlement occurs in collaboration with the local Republic Assemblies. 

GMO’s, pesticides, herbicides and toxic chemicals are banned within Albion. Solar, wind and tidal power are established and subsidised. Local communities are encouraged to develop their own forms of self-reliant fuel and energy systems.

To facilitate land preservation and abolish land speculation, private realty and mortgage companies are abolished and replaced by locally elected land management committees under the control of Republic Assemblies.

Article Six - Church and State

As a just and secular nation, Church and State are strictly separated within the Republic of Albion. Religious groups and churches may operate but without any form of government funding, support or subsidy. No prayers or religious observance are permitted in public facilities, schools or government offices, nor can they be part of any national, public or governmental event. Separate religious schools are not legally recognised or funded by the State, and receive no special privileges. 

Neither tax exemptions nor any form of privilege or funding are allowed to any church or religious group in Albion. Churches are taxed at the same rate as other organisations. All churches are financially assessed for the back taxes owed by them to the people of Albion and these arrears are collected by local Republic Sheriffs. Any churches guilty of laundering money for criminal or other enterprises are immediately closed and their assets seized as constituting criminal largesse.

All of the lands, properties, and church buildings belonging to religious corporations larger than a single congregation are nationalised and become public property whose use is determined by Republic Assemblies.  

All clergy and churches must abide by and uphold the laws and Constitution of the Republic. So-called ‘canon law’ is outlawed in Albion and its agents constitute enemies of the Republic. No clergy are allowed to hold allegiance to any other legal system or to any foreign power or jurisdiction. If they hold such loyalty they are committing treason under the common law tradition of Praemunire and will be prosecuted. Church clergy are tried for offences exclusively within the Republic’s common law courts. No church can exercise its own jurisdiction or laws within Albion or maintain special prerogatives over its clergy and adherents.

Because of their genocidal and criminally convicted nature, the Church of Rome and its felonious co-conspirator, the Church of England, are banned from operating anywhere in the Republic of Albion. In accordance with international law, the assets, lands, and properties of the Church of Rome and of England are seized as the avails of transnational criminality and as reparations for the centuries of warfare, genocide, and conquest inflicted by these churches on humanity. The assets and properties of these churches are owned collectively by the people. The so-called Papal Nuncio is expelled from Albion. All so-called ‘diplomatic recognition’ of the Church of Rome is nullified. All of the so-called treaties, concordats, and financial agreements between the Church of Rome and the former United Kingdom and the ‘crown’ are hereby and forever declared to be null and void.

Article Seven - On Cultural Sovereignty and Immigration

Like all nations arising from a distinct culture, land, and language, the people of Albion have the inherent right and duty to defend that identity and their cultural sovereignty. This is especially true nowadays, when a global corporate system is deliberately exterminating all cultural differences into a dead homogeneity of “multiculturalism”. The English culture is being particularly targeted by this corporatism because of its enduring common law heritage that upholds human sovereignty and self-governance.

Accordingly, the Republic of Albion acknowledges English as its primary and official language, while recognising the use of Welsh, Scots Gaelic and Irish Gaelic in the respective territories of Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland. If in future these territories adopt Welsh, Scots Gaelic or Irish Gaelic as their official language, the Republic recognises their sovereignty. 
The Republic of Albion is opposed to unjustified and unregulated immigration of people and cultures unfamiliar with the indigenous culture of Albion and unwilling to adapt to it. Albion will place an immediate and unqualified moratorium on all immigration into the Republic. Immigration will be strictly regulated according to the individual characteristics of applicants and the economic conditions of the nation. Local Republic Assemblies may pass their own laws allowing the banning of immigration and the fair and lawful deportation of immigrants from their communities.

That said, the Republic of Albion opposes attempts by the Corporatocracy to pit people against one another, incite hatred and racism, and cause chaos and division in the Republic. The Republic extends equal rights and treatment under the law and Constitution to all people within its borders.

Article Eight - International Relations and Decorporatization

The Republic of Albion conducts its relations with other nations on the basis of its free and independent sovereignty. As such, it is subject to no other power, alliance, or corporate system, or to their laws, agreements, and statutes. Accordingly, the Albion Republic is not a member of, nor is it subject to, the European Union and the United Nations, and recognises none of their laws, statutes, or conventions, which have no authority or jurisdiction over the citizens of Albion without their majority consent.

The Albion Republic may enter into treaties and agreements with other nations according to the provisions of its Constitution and courts and the will of the people. But such treaties and agreements may be nullified or amended at any time by the Congress, the courts, and the local Assemblies of the Republic.

As a sovereign and unaligned nation, the Republic of Albion is not part of any military or political alliance. Albion withdraws from NATO and all other imperialist alliances, and from the international arms industry. 

The Republic of Albion withdraws from the European Union and the United Nations, and from all international corporate agencies like the IMF, WTO, and the World Bank. 

The Republic of Albion declares its independence from the global Corporatocracy. All foreign debts and indemnities owed to banks and corporations are unilaterally cancelled and those agencies are nationalised. 

Corporations that have or are engaged in crimes against humanity, such as pharmaceutical companies’ legacy of perpetrating medical genocide and involuntary drug testing, are summarily nationalised by the Republic, their assets are seized, and their officers arrested and subject to criminal prosecution. Similarly, the omnicidal “Artificial Intelligence” nano-particle industries and their directed energy bio-weapons constitute a real and present danger to humanity. These industries are summarily nationalised, their assets seized, and their officers subject to criminal prosecution.

As part of its decorporatisation of society, the Albion Republic encourages the formation of a new global community of common law Republics standing outside the corporate system. Albion works actively with those Republics to overturn the global Corporatocracy and its puppet regimes and encourage peaceful co-existence between all nations and peoples.

The Charter of Fundamental Liberties of the Republic of Albion

All citizens of the Republic of Albion are born and endowed with inherent and unalienable liberties. These can be freely exercised provided they do not harm the lives and rights of others. These liberties cannot be restricted, violated, denied, abrogated, or abolished by any authority, custom, statute or law. They include but are not restricted to the following:

Freedom of thought, speech and expression.

Freedom of conscience and belief, and of dissent from beliefs.

Freedom of the press and publication.

Freedom of language, culture, and personal and group autonomy.

Freedom to organise and act politically and to form political parties.

Freedom of dissent, civil disobedience, and non-cooperation with any authority according to one’s conscience.

The right to fair, equal, just, and speedy treatment before the law.

The constitutional, unalienable right to a common law trial by jury.

The right to revolt and overthrow any tyrannical regime or government, including one’s own.

The right to bear arms and defend oneself and one’s family against violent, arbitrary, illegal, or cruel treatment, including from agents of the government or any corporate power, whether foreign or domestic.

The right to be free from fear, harassment, violence, discrimination, slavery, indentured servitude, and any form of exploitation and oppression.

The right to free and unrestricted movement on public thoroughfares.

The right to free, equal, and unrestricted access to life’s essentials, including healthy food and water, free quality medical care and education, public transportation, affordable and decent housing, and fair, liveable, and meaningful employment, including the right to form, join and defend trade unions and professional guilds and associations.

The forenamed fundamental and constitutionally enshrined liberties may not be abolished or diminished by any law or statute, but they may be expanded and broadened by a vote of two thirds of the delegates and citizens within both the Congress and a majority of local Republic Assemblies within Albion. 

Appendix

The local Republic Assemblies: Building a grassroots democracy

“The Revolution was affected first in the hearts and minds of the people, but it took shape in our Constitutional State Assemblies, where the people learned how to hold and wield power for themselves.” - Sam Adams, 1791

Humanity is used to being governed by a few unaccountable rulers. Any revolution turns that pyramidal slavery on its head and replaces it with new organs of governance exercised by the people directly. In France in 1789 it was the local Republican clubs; in Russia in 1917, it was the workers’ and peasants’ councils called soviets; in America in 1776, it was the State Assemblies that supplanted ‘crown’ authority. In England today, as during our great revolution of 1649, the new system of direct democracy is embodied in our Albion Republic’s local Assemblies.

The Republic Assemblies are the bedrock of our new Republic. Formed with a Charter signed by twelve or more local citizens, the Assemblies are lawfully elected bodies that actively displace and replace the old regime. Their legitimacy is based on the fact that the gathered people, or The Commons, are the source of all sovereignty and authority. Whatever the Commons enacts is lawful and binding and not subject to any other power.

Quite simply, the Republic Assemblies are the means by which the people of Albion are building a new society within the shell of the old, crumbling order. 

The Assemblies are locally elected, citizen-run legislatures and courts that introduce, debate, pass and enforce laws in their communities, circumventing the existing ‘crown’ government and its courts. As schools of direct democracy where the people learn how to govern themselves by replacing the old system, the Republic Assemblies directly challenge that system by creating a functioning dual power across “Great Britain”. 

Accordingly, from their outset the Assemblies must be protected by their citizens, organised in local militias. And by uniting people under a new legal as well as political jurisdiction, the Assemblies give birth to common law courts to enforce their laws. These three aspects - the Assembly, its Militia, and its Courts - are the building blocks of the Albion Republic and its just society of equals. This powerful trio is the piston by which the spirit and hopes of many people are transformed from steam into motion.

The Assembly has the full and undivided power of any government. It has the power and authority to levy taxes, reclaim lands and wealth, raise local militias, create local trusts and banks, appoint Commissions and Grand Juries as well as magistrates and sheriffs, and maintain local courts of justice. It must also elect and send delegates to the national Congress to bind together the Republic at its roots in a common body politic. 

In Thomas Paine’s immortal words from 1777, 

“Democracy does not consist of choosing one’s masters, 

but of having none.”

The sovereign Republic of Albion is a de jure government established under the Law of Nations on the land of the former 'United Kingdom' on the autumnal equinox of Sunday, September 21st 2025. 

Albion is a member of the International Republic Alliance that seeks to resist and overturn the global Corporatocracy.
