Through the program, 75 children
had nutritional food.This was
despite there being a 20% rise in
food prices. There were no cases of
malnutrition reported. Support
staff in the home also continued to
provide both emotional and
physical support to the children. In
the reporting period, there was
sufficient supply of food for the
children even though the price of
food increased by 20%. There were
no cases of malnutrition reported. 
Overall the children enjoyed good
health throughout the year. In the
last quarter of the year, 12 children
(4 boys, 8 girls) were ill with malaria.
There were also cases of typhoid. In
future, the Centre hopes to
collaborate with a local health
Centre so that the children receive
free or reduced medical fees as it is
often difficult to afford to pay the
total cost for each sick child.There
is an urgent need for mosquito
nets at the Centre.

During the reporting period, the
children at the center were provided
with textbooks, albeit shared, along
with essential school supplies such as
chalk, pencils, and small blackboards.
This significant undertaking has
facilitated the children in accessing a
realm of knowledge and fostering
curiosity, offering boundless
opportunities to comprehend the
world around them.

While the government offers free
primary education, it does not
extend to cover the cost of books
or other essential school
materials.



Vulnerable Children Program: Aim to offer residential care to 75 orphaned
children in Fiscal Year 2024. This includes providing essential residential
supplies, psycho-social support, after-school programs, medical attention,
nutritious meals, and ensuring their holistic well-being and growth.

Women Empowerment Program: Targeting the empowerment of 38 women
from low-income backgrounds to attain financial independence. This will
involve imparting crucial business skills, establishing strategic market
connections, and fostering community networks essential for long-term
financial autonomy.

This will be achieved by
supplying educational essentials such as books, shoes, and uniforms for 150
primary school children, as well as covering tuition fees for 15 students
transitioning to high school, ultimately fostering socioeconomic
empowerment.
