Prayer shawls are as different as the people who knit and receive them. If you’re just starting
out, you might want to use one of the patterns below but feel free to use patterns you find

online, in books or that you create on your own.

Knitting Directions |

Materials: 550 — 600 yds either worsted or bulky
weight yarn. Size 11 or 13 needles.

Pattern: Cast on 60 stitches and knit each row
(garter stitch) until the shawl is 60” long. Bind
off and weave in ends.

Knitting Directions Il

Materials: 550 — 600 yds either worsted weight
or bulky weight yarn. Size 11 or 13 needles.
Pattern: Cast on 57 stiches.

Row 1: K3, p3 to end. Repeat Row 1 until shawl
is 60”. Bind off and weave in ends.

Crochet Directions 1

Materials: 740 yds either worsted or bulky
weight yarn. Size M, N, or P crochet hook.
Pattern: Chain 55 stitches or desired width of
shawl.

Row 1: Single crochet in each of the stitches to
end. Chain 3 and turn.

Rows 2 —4: Double crochet in each stitch to end.
Chain 3 and turn. At the end of row 4, chain 1
and turn.

Repeat Rows 1-4 for pattern (1 row single, 3 rows
double) until the shawl is 60” long. End with 1
row of single crochet. Finish with fringe if
desired.

Crochet Directions Il

Materials: 555 yards of worsted or bulky yarn.
Size N crochet hook.

Chain 42.

Row 1: Half double crochet in 3" chain from
hook and in each chain across — 40 stitches.
Chain 2 turn.

Row 2: Half double crochet in each stitch across.
Repeat Row 2 until piece measures 60”.
