Unfinished Business

Sewage/Sewage Authority Report
Inspected by DEP Friday the 11th of May. Edward J Corriveau, P.E. Control Center, electronics, and everything, generator, both trains, shed, and lift pumps. He stated that we did a fine job on the plant. The perimeter is secure so we do not need to lock individual tanks etc.
Ted Engle made a trip up to Chroma Glass on Wed the 9th, talked to the chief engineer – Holkum, Dave from Skelly and Loy also met with them. Ted is questioning the filter system, the talk was very productive – Holkum asked if we are having trouble with Skelly and Loy and has agreed to come down this Wednesday to go over the plant and its issues with Ted. Ted is trying to resolve with SEI to see why the plant operating costs are far greater than originally estimated. 

Ted Engle met with Ron Senior and Dave Sweetland to go over the fiber collection issues. Research is being done to help solve the problem. 

Adam Pavusik asked if it was determined that the plant issues are a design issue if the borough would be liable for correction and Ted Engle does not feel that to be so. 
Ted Engle finally had a telephone conversation with Jim Kello, there may be some errors in the finances that will benefit the borough. Ted wants to see the audits completed on all the grant monies.  
We still owe SEI $36,845.47 – by PENNVEST rules we must show that all of our vendors have been paid to release the remainder of the monies. Ted Engle does not want to pay them the entire amount but would like to meet them part way – he would like to send them a portion of the monies owed, $15,000.00. 

Adam Pavusik made the motion to pay SEI the $15,000.00 – David Lesher would like all the council members to review this before he makes a decision on this. Ted suggested all council members be at the plant this Wednesday to hear the issues from the Chroma Glass engineer.

Adam Pavusik spoke to the tenants as they expressed concern about placing a washer and dryer in the rental property, in the kitchen area. The dehumidifier is still a problem, it is not self-draining. Ted Engle suggested we get a new one. Motion made by Adam Pavusik to purchase a new dehumidifier, David Lesher seconded it – authorizing Ted Engle to purchase a dehumidifier for under $350.00.
Audit 2011 – Mike Tressler has all the information and will get back to the Secretary when finished or with any questions.

New Business

Credit card application –place Adam Pavusik and Dale Peterson on it – place a limit of $1,000.00 per day. Secretary will take care of the application this week and see if Borough can get a generic card. 
Bills

Upon motion of Adam Pavusik, seconded by Dave Lesher, all in favor, none opposed, the bill list was approved for payment. 
Sewer Bills

Upon motion of Dave Lesher, seconded by Ted Engle, all in favor, none opposed, the bill list was approved for payment. 

Good of the Order/Announcements

Adam Pavusik stated that Corey Wiltsie has made some improvements to his property, he saw him remove two trailer loads yesterday. 
Dave Lesher would like to see the playground reopened. 

Ted Engle would like to compliment the secretary on the civil actions filed against two delinquent accounts – the Borough will place liens on these two properties the beginning of August if these are not paid up to date – up to and including all court and administrative fees, Bill Bunt will have to file liens against them.
