September 10, 2012
Call to Order

President Ted Engle called the meeting of New Buffalo Borough Council to order at 7:35 p.m. on September 10, 2012 in the New Buffalo United Methodist Church.

Roll Call

Present were council members: Ted Engle, Dave Lesher, Dale Peterson and Adam Pavusik.

Reading of last Month’s Minutes

The minutes from August 13, 2012 were read. Upon motion of Adam Pavusik, seconded by Dave Lesher, none opposed, the minutes were approved, as corrected. All in favor, none opposed. 

Comments From Visitors
Ed Potteiger Jr. appeared to discuss his one year lease of Borough rental house, he is currently behind two month’s payments totaling $1400.  He was laid off from his job and his girl friend is returning to college.  Council recommends advertising property to find a new tenant, will give current tenants 24 hour notice on showing property to prospective renters. Ed Potteiger Jr. will be responsible for any difference in rent should another tenant be found in addition to all outstanding past due rent. 
Frank Poust looking for update on ongoing boundary issue.  By law the area in question will habe to be annexed officially with documentation at the court house.  It has been agreed that Bunt and Watt’s township attorney will work together on the process.  Bill Bunt is investigating the proper way to handle the changing of the Borough boundary. New Borough Buffalo will pay half of the Watt’s township lawyers expense.  It is conceivable that this process can be completed by year end.  The screen planting will be done by New Buffalo Borough.  The Borough Council agrees on the following three issues: (1) to act on annexation of sewar plant property via procedure by solicitor William Bunt, (2) pay half of attorneys fees incurred for reviewing documents, and (3) agree to plant a tree screen along the south/south west side of property   Upon motion of Dale Peterson, seconded by Adam Pavusik. All in favor, none opposed.
New Buffalo Fire Company presented a copy of their 2011 990-EZ Federal IRS form.  They will be conducting a gun raffle with New Buffalo, Duncannon, Wisconisco, Dauphin, and Mifflintown.  The raffle will be by calendar, they are asking for help to sell 10,000 calendars.  One calendar at $25 gets you into the raffle for the whole year of 2013.  If you win and don’t want the gun you can choose either a 90% of the gun’s value gift cert at Bass Pro, or 70%of the gin’s value in cash. 
The fire company is in process of obtaining a “new to them”, used fire engine from Danville Model 2003 Pierce.  Motion to verbally support Vol #1 New Buffalo Fire company in their fund raising efforts with gun raffle calendar.  Motion by Dale Peterson, seconded by Adam Pavusik.  All in favor, none opposed.

Two pumps clogged up this month, Adam tried to purchase equipment to handle clogs but they are on backorder.  Oxygen meter had to be replaced, Broken one, that was purchase by Skelly and Low was attempted to be repaired but didn’t work. Once we have own tripod it will help to reduce expenses.  Ted want himself and Adam to meet with Dan Ungst.  Adam feels he is now capable to run the plant. The council want to become separated from the dependency on Skelly and Loy as soon as possible.  Skelly and Loy were the designers of chromoglass trains, not the lift station.
Muffin Monster may not be sufficient to handle the Borough system’s needs.  It was suggested to set up one meeting with Skelly and Loy and Sweetland Engineering to correct the design of the system (fiber issue) because the plant is not operating according to the operating costs that were given.  Once Adam takes over the operation of the plant there should be a considerable   cost savings on materials.
