The Paving project material was not up to the current Penn Dot formula for approved material.  Therefore the application for Liquid fuels to be used to pay for the road repairs was denied.  Ted found out that it is possible to use the Liquid Fuel funds if it is considered a patch which is determined by the size of the work done.  Upon motion of Adam Pavusik, seconded by Ted Engle Liquid fuels funds will be used to pay Cleck Paving for the Mill Street patch.  Prior to payment Ted Engle will approach Cleck paving to discuss a reduction due to the use of non “up-to-date” approved material.
