UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Sewage/Sewage Authority Report
Dave Sweetland will be available for update of grant on Thursday, July 11.  At the June 26, 2013 discussion with Skelly and Loy on the issue of the bacteria dying off in the system, one option was to pay a chemical company to test and then counteract with other chemicals or the alternative option is to feed bacteria into the system.  Bacteria was purchased to address foam issue, sludge settlement process, and grease.  The bacteria was put into the system on July 3. Test samples indicated positive results on July 7, 2013.  Bacteria costs would be approx. $150 per month. 
A motion to have the needed 3 way valve installed by Skelly and Loy and Adam and transfer $1000 from the rental account to the sewer account to cover the expense.  Upon motion of Dale Peterson, seconded by Dave Lesher, all in favor, none opposed.
The basket continues to work well controlling the fiber accumulation. 
Suggested recommendation to obtain bids for sewer system support from only companies that have experience with chromoglass systems.
