6/10 decanted for
30 min. 6/11 pulled flometer — showing no flow. Level in train and lift station was ok, did not find
anything out of the ordinary. 6/12 confined space entry, replace pump #1 and repair pump #2,
replace broken piping, modified pipes in clarifier section to get less sludge buildup. 6/21 slight
overflow around sludge processing tank. When operating may have been detergent caused to
foam to overflow, not a whole lot. 6/25 decanted. 6/26 decanted, ordered supplies from USA
Bluebook. 7/1 decanted, level a little high. 7/3 lost pump# 4. — Walters to haul sludge.

Sewage Solicitor-Dissinger & Dissinger- Borough is in need of rules and regulations for new sewer
connection and reconnection fees, etc. Council to review copy of another municipality's sewer rules
and regulations.

-George’s property on front street needs inspected by council to make sure new structure will not be in a
floodplain. Sewer hook up fee to be set at rate of $1500 from when sewer was initially installed, plus
inspection fee from third party company.
