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Natural Gas from shale is arguably the single most transformative event of the last decade for the chemical industry in the US.  Even before the advent of shale gas, natural gas was the preferred raw material for much of the commodity chemical industry in the US.  Curiously, that’s not the case in the rest of the world, and from that comes the current US economic advantage.

This talk explores the origin and history of natural gas, the process of hydraulic fracturing, how it’s used and what it means to industry.
