· Tom Schieffler, Chair of St. Louis Hills NA Security Initiative presented Awarenet software networked block cameras.  The pilot project in St. Louis Hills (3/22-8/22) employed 100 networked cameras mounted over 50 blocks and had a secondary officer on private duty. They detected 2 actionable events in which identified 1 person with outstanding arrest and deterred a second person.  He is pursuing application for special taxing district to lower costs. 

Costs for cameras ($300/unit) and employing officer on private duty for monitoring/follow-up by is proposed  $15/household/month.  118 households/1 night.  Existing RING and NEST cameras cannot be networked with the Awarenet software. 

· Grant introduced the candidates for Ward 5 alderperson: Helen Petty and Joe Vollmer.  Grant had prepared questions that were directed to both candidates who answered in alternating order.
