The Detroit Area Steelheaders is supporting three
schools in the Salmon in the Classroom program. And a fourth
school will be chosen in January for the 2016-2017 school year.
Interestingly, our three tanks are demonstrating widely different
hatch and development times. Ladywood High School, with in- :
structor Michael, has his fish swimming in the column. This im-
plies the stomach is near buttoned-up, small granular feeding has
started, and the fish are swimming all over. Instructors Miss Katy
and Miss Pam at Oakland Christian Schools have about 60%
swimming in the column with the remaining laying in the bottom
of the hatching baskets. Miss Janice and Miss Jill at Pine Knob
Elementary, our newest school, has about 97% still in the hatch-
ing baskets with 6 or 8 in the gravel bottom. Wolf Lake Hatchery
indicated that eggs were retrieved from different locations and

The student’s at all three school locations were super
excited during the hatching. The Pine Knob hatch lasted about 4
days with the classes and grades periodically visiting the tank to
see what progress was made. At Oakland Christian the hatching
fish were also visited continuously and additionally before and
after school. Their tank is located in the vestibule of the lower

At this time, New Year’s Eve, each school has lost only
3 to 5 eggs and 1 to 2 hatched fish. They each started with ap-
proximately 196 eggs. Last May, the Oakland Christian students :
released 145 smolts to the Clinton River and Ladywood students
released 150 smolts to the Huron River. During these releases, the
students were encouraged to learn casting techniques and all were
instructed on how to make their own lure spoons. We very much
appreciated Dreamweaver Lures for supplying spoon blanks and

The Process: After hatching, the salmon will feed on
their yolk sac for approximately one month before they “button-
up”. Buttoning up is the process by which the salmon absorb their
yolk sac. As the salmon begin to grow and develop dark vertical

The survey, which involves drag-
ging a 40-foot-wide net across the
lake bottom off seven different ports on Lake Michigan, from
Michigan's Upper Peninsula down to Waukegan, Ill., just south of
the Wisconsin state line, has been going on every year since 1973.
The sweeps cover only a sliver of lake bottom, but like a political
poll, biologists believe the trawl survey can get give them a rough
picture of overall fish numbers in the lake, and the picture shap-
ing up from deep beneath Lake Michigan's shimmering blue sur-
face is not pretty.
Based on the bottom trawl survey results for 2014, biologists esti-
mated Lake Michigan harbored about 1.6 kilotons of alewives,
which was a record low and well
under the 29 kilotons estimated
the year before, which was an
unusually high number for recent
years. The biologists have yet to
“Jrun this year's harvest numbers
through their computer programs,
but early indications are that it
may reflect up to a 90% drop
from last year's record low. The
estimated "biomass" of alewives
when the survey started more than four decades ago exceeded 100
kilotons.
"l wouldn't say we've crashed,” said Chuck Madenjian, the United
States Geological Survey biologist who conducts the annual sur-
veys. "But at least we are in the process of crashing, you might
say."

Biologists blame the plummet in
prey fish on a number of factors,
not the least of which is that the
lake bottom is now smothered with quagga mussels, which hog
the plankton that sustains the bottom of the food chain — and
everything above it. The trawl survey was never designed to col-
lect quagga mussels in its nets, but those nets are now so com-
monly cluttered with the mollusks introduced into the lake by
overseas ships sailing up the St. Lawrence Seaway that the survey

Despite the early results of this year's survey, fishermen aren't
convinced an alewife crash is underway. In fact, the day before
the federal team surveyed the Port Washington waters, local an-
glers said there had been loads of alewives in the harbor.

"l saw plenty, plenty of alewives yesterday,” said fishing guide
Dan Fox. "Now, that's just one day, but it was a good sign."

The Great Lakes salmon fishing industry started in the 1960s with
the stocking of Pacific salmon to gobble up the invasive alewives.
Biologists say there is some natural reproduction of salmon in
Lake Michigan today, though the population is sustained by an-
nual hatchery stockings. Alewives are the primary food source for
salmon, and when their numbers crashed on Lake Huron, so did
salmon numbers.

Fox is dubious a crash similar to what happened on Lake Huron is
underway. He said the salmon fishing was good this year, though
the weight of the salmon was off by about a third. He did not at-
tribute that to a lack of prey fish but to two cold winters that he
suspects suppressed salmon feeding.

DNR biologists have yet to analyze the condition of the salmon
but say they appear to be smaller than normal.

"A very general observation is that the salmon look OK but may
be smaller than we've seen in some years," said DNR fisheries
biologist Nick Legler. "Fish body size is influenced by a number
of factors, including food consumption, water temperatures, en-
ergy output, etc. Forage abundance is low in|m|s|| (Contd on Pg.9)

On the west side of Huron County, there also are a lot more wall-
eye, according to Todd Williams, owner of the Bay Port Fish
Company, Bay Port. Williams attributes the rise in walleye to
DNR stocking and favorable conditions for the fish.

Williams also says he’s seeing more smallmouth bass and
Sheephead, but the area isn’t seeing more steelhead or lake trout.
The near Bay Port area of Saginaw Bay hasn’t traditionally been
steelhead waters, he notes.

According to the DNR, the Lake Huron Chinook salmon fishery
declined dramatically beginning in 2003 - the result of a steep
decline in a forage base of smelt and alewife. The crash was trig-
gered, in part, by an explosion in zebra and quagga mussels and
round goby populations, which affected the lake’s food web. Chi-
nook salmon feed heavily on alewife and smelt and subsequently
dropped to historically low levels, greatly reducing angling op-
portunities.

The forage base is the food - smaller fishes, also called prey fish -
in the food web that the lake trout, walleye, steelhead and other
species feed upon, such as alewife and smelt.

The Great Lakes fishery is valued at $7 billion annually and is a
driving economic force for many communities. Despite the op-
portunities available to anglers on Lake Huron, most aren’t taking
advantage of it. In 1997 the DNR documented more than 1.3 mil-
lion anglers’ hours during open water season on 10 ports that are
surveyed each year, while in 2013 that figure dropped to just un-
der 300,000 hours.

“Many fish species are thriving in Lake Huron, offering world-
class fishing opportunities for anglers,” said Todd Grischke, DNR
Lake Huron basin coordinator. “Yet, we’ve seen a dramatic de-
cline in angler use over the past 10 to 15 years. Essentially, the
fish are there, but the anglers are not. We encourage people to get
out on the water and have fun.”

Following the decline in Chinook salmon fishing, the DNR’s
Fisheries Division adapted its fisheries management to Lake
Huron’s changed ecosystem, starting with the near elimination of
Chinook salmon and all brown trout stocking as neither species
was thriving in Lake Huron. The focus shifted to native fish spe-
cies, such as lake trout and walleye, and to species not so depend-
ent on the previous food web such as steelhead and Atlantic
salmon. These species have more diverse diets than Chinook
salmon; a characteristic fisheries manager believed would trans-
late into healthy populations and better opportunities for anglers.

That approach has worked well, as several species (lake trout,
walleye, steelhead and Atlantic salmon) have become excellent
targets for anglers.

“What’s really interesting about the Lake Huron fishery is the
diversity of the catch,” said Frank Krist, chair of the Lake Huron
Citizens Fishery Advisory Committee. “It’s not unusual to go out
fishing and come back with three or four different species of fish.
It’s exciting to see the lake is beginning to stabilize and provide
such varied fishing opportunities.”

Walleye

Working in cooperation with constituent organizations in the
Saginaw Bay region, the DNR stocked walleye in the bay for
more than two decades without significant wild reproduction.
Within one year of the alewife decline on Lake Huron, walleye
started to flourish thanks to natural reproduction. As a result, in
2008 the DNR documented the highest population and catch rate
of walleye recorded in the last 30 years. Today, Saginaw Bay’s
population remains at near record levels and provides benefits
throughout the lake, creating walleye fishing opportunities along
much of the Lake Huron coast from Lexington to Cheboygan.

Steelhead

With Chinook salmon as the primary fishery for 40 years, anglers
didn’t particularly target steelhead on Lake Huron. But since this
species will eat a variety of prey items, it began to flourish with
the help of stocking by the DNR. Annually about 500,000 steel-
head are stocked in Lake Huron tributaries. The catch rate in 2012
was the highest recorded by the DNR in the 25 years data have
been collected. While 2013 saw a slight drop in the catch rate, it
was still the fourth-highest level recorded since 1997.

Additional Species

On top of steelhead, walleye and lake trout, additional opportuni-
ties are plentiful in Lake Huron, including for Atlantic salmon
and yellow perch, especially in the Drummond Island and Les
Cheneaux Islands area. Beginning in 2012, the DNR began an
Atlantic salmon stocking program in Lake Huron and its tributar-
ies, capitalizing on this species’ feeding behavior and hoping to
provide additional fishing opportunities for river, pier and off-
shore anglers. Fisheries managers are anticipating returns from

these stockings in the fall of 2014 and well into the future.
